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CONSTITUTION AND RULES RELATING THERETO 

OF 

THE RHODODENDRON ASSOCIATION. 

Title. 
1. The title of this Association is " The Rhododendron 

Association." 
Office. 

2. The office of the Association shall be in London at such 
place as may from time to time be fixed by the Council of the 
Association. 

Objects. 
3. The object of the Association is to encourage, improve 

and extend the study and cultivation of Rhododendrons by 
means of publications, the holding of Exhibitions and otherwise. 

Membership. 
4. The Association shall consist of Members paying annual 

subscriptions of 2Is. or, in the case of working gardeners, ios. 6d., 
or such other amounts as shall hereafter be determined at a 
General Meeting of the Association, and the receipt and 
acceptance of a subscription by the Hon. Treasurer or Secretary 
shall, subject to election as hereinafter provided, constitute the 
subscriber thereof a Member of the Association. 

All candidates for Membership shall be proposed and 
seconded by two Members of the Association and such candida-
ture shall come before a meeting of the Council. On demand 
by any Member of the Council, voting shall be by ballot when 
one black ball in four shall exclude. 

Any person desiring to commute his or her annual 
subscription for life may do so by making one payment of 
£15. 15s. in lieu of an annual subscription of one guinea, and 
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shall thereby become entitled to all the rights and privileges of 
the corresponding annual subscription. 

No person shall be entitled to any of the rights and privileges 
of Membership until his or her subscription for the current year 
has been received by the Hon. Treasurer or Secretary. 

The rights and privileges of Members of the Association 
shall be as follows : — 

(a) To receive copies of such publications issued by 
the Association as may be decided by the Council. 

(b) To exhibit, subject to the Exhibition Regulations 
for the time being in force, at the Association's Exhibi-
tions and at Exhibitions held by the Association in 
conjunction with any other Association. 

(c) To receive Members' tickets of admission to the 
Association's Exhibitions. 

(d) To vote at all General Meetings of the 
Association. 

Subscriptions. 
5. Subscriptions shall be payable on January 1st in each 

year. Any Member desirous of relinquishing membership shall 
give notice thereof in writing to the Hon. Treasurer or Secretary 
not later than February 1st in any year and in default of such 
notice such Member shall be liable for the subscription for the 
current year. 

Application of Income and Funds. 
6. The income and funds of the Association shall be 

applied towards the promotion of the objects of the Association. 

Executive Council. 
7. The management and administration of the affairs of the 

Association shall, subject to these rules, be vested in a Council 
consisting — 

(a) Of the Officers of the Association as hereinafter 
defined ; 

(b) Of eight other Members of the Association, two 
of whom shall retire annually and shall not be re-eligible 
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for election until one year has elapsed ; this rule, as far 
as affects retirement, shall only become operative three 
years after the founding of the Association, when the 
names of those to retire shall be settled by ballot. 

The Members of the Council referred to under (b) shall be 
elected as hereinafter provided, and shall hold office until the 
next Annual General Meeting. 

Any vacancy occurring during the year may be filled by the 
Council, and such appointments shall hold good until the next 
Annual General Meeting. Five Members of the Council shall 
form a quorum. 

Appointment and Duties of Officers. 
8. The Officers of the Association who shall be elected as 

hereafter provided and hold office until the next Annual General 
Meeting, shall be the following :- 

(a) A President of the Association who shall take the 
chair at all Meetings of the Association and of the Council. 

(b) A Vice-President who shall, in the absence of 
the President, preside at all meetings of the Association 
and of the Council. 

(c) An Hon. Treasurer who shall be the Accounting 
Officer, and shall be responsible for the payment into the 
Association's banking account of all moneys received by 
him on behalf of the Association. The Hon. Treasurer 
shall prepare for the Annual General Meeting a Balance 
Sheet and Statement of Accounts in respect of his year of 
office, and 

(d) A Secretary who shall be responsible for all the 
Secretarial work of the Association and shall be Editor 
of the Association's publications. The Secretary shall 
account to the Hon. Treasurer for all moneys received 
by him on behalf of the Association. 

The President, Vice-President and Hon. Treasurer shall be 
ex-officio Members of the Council and all Committees thereof.

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Any vacancy amongst the Officers occurring during the 
year, shall be filled by the Council, and such appointments shall 
hold good until the next Annual General Meeting. 

Election of Hon. Life Members. 

9. Such persons as the Association may desire to honour 
may, on the nomination of the Council, be elected as Hon. Life 
Members of the Association, but they shall not as such be entitled 
to vote or take any part in the management and administration of 
the affairs of the Association. 

Appointment of Committees. 

to. The Council may appoint special Committees for 
special purposes. Unless otherwise directed by the Council 
no Committee of the Council shall have any executive powers, 
and no act or decision of any Committee shall be deemed to be 
an act or decision of the Council. 

Council Meetings. 

I i. A meeting of the Council, of which not less than seven 
days' notice in writing, together with particulars of the business 
to be transacted thereat, shall be sent by the Secretary to each 
Member thereof, shall be convened so often as the Council may 
decide, or whenever the Secretary shall think necessary, or on a 
requisition in writing signed by not less than six Members of 
the Council stating the purposes for which such meeting is 
desired. 

Financial Provisions. 

12. The bankers of the Association shall be such bankers 
as the Council shall hereafter from time to time appoint. The 
Association's Banking Account shall be in the name of " The 
Rhododendron Association," and all cheques drawn on this 
account must be signed by the Secretary and any one other Hon 
Officer of the Association. 
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The Reserve and Special Funds of the Association shall be 
invested as the Council may direct in the joint names of not less 
than three Members of the Association, who shall be nominated 
by the Council. Such investments shall not be varied or realised 
except with the authority of the Council 

Appointment of Auditor and Duties. 
13. The Association shall at the Annual General Meeting 

appoint as Auditor for the ensuing year a Certified Accountant, 
who shall hold office for one year, but shall be eligible for 
re-election. The Auditor shall examine and audit the books and 
accounts of the Association and the Annual Balance Sheet, and 
shall ascertain that all payments have been duly authorised by 
the Council and vouched. 

Exhibitions. 
14. The Association shall hold at least one Metropolitan 

Exhibition in each year and Provincial Exhibitions when 
practicable, and may also hold Exhibitions in conjunction with 
any other Society or make special awards at any other 
horticultural exhibition. 

The Council shall have power to make regulations for the 
management and conduct of such exhibitions, and such rules for 
judging thereat as it may think proper, and such regulations 
and rules shall be binding on all exhibitors. 

Nominations for Election of Hon. Officers and Council. 
15. The nominations for election of Hon. Life Members 

and Officers shall be made by the Council, which may also 
nominate Members of the Association for election as ordinary 
Members of the Council. Members of the Association may make 
nominations for the election of ordinary Members of the Council 
provided that such nominations shall be signed by not less than 
two Members of the Association and sent to the Secretary, 
together with the written consent of the nominee to act, not later 
than February ist next preceding the Annual General Meeting. 
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Method of Election. 
i6. If the number of candidates for any office or member-

ship of the Council should exceed the vacancies to be filled, the 
Secretary shall send to each Member of the Association, with the 
notice convening the Annual General Meeting, a voting paper 
setting out the names of the candidates in alphabetical order. 

Each Member shall be entitled to as many votes as there are 
vacancies to be filled, but not more than one vote may be given 
for any candidate. 

Every voting paper shall be filled in and signed by the 
Member voting, and returned, endorsed voting paper, so as to 
reach the Secretary at least five clear days before the Annual 
General Meeting. The provisions of this rule as to the mode 
of voting with a note as to the total number of candidates that 
may be voted for shall be printed on the voting papers, and any 
voting paper which is out of time or does not conform to this 
rule shall be void. 

The voting papers shall be handed, unopened, to the 
Scrutineers (not less than two in number) appointed by the 
President, who shall count the same and report the voting to the 
Annual General Meeting. 

Annual General Meeting. 
17. The Annual General Meeting of the Association, of 

which meeting not less than 14 days' notice in writing, together 
with particulars of the business to be transacted thereat, shall 
be sent by the Secretary to each Member of the Association, 
shall be held at a date to be fixed by the Council in each year, 
and the order of business shall be as follows :- 

(i.) Confirmation of Minutes of the last Annual 
General Meeting. 

(ii.) Reception of Annual Report of the Council and 
the Hon. Treasurer's Statement of Accounts as audited 
by the Association's Auditor. 

(iii.) Reception of the Report of the Scrutineers 
appointed by the President. 
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(iv.) Election of Auditor for ensuing year 
(v.) Other General Business. 

Special General Meeting. 
18. A Special General Meeting of the Association, of 

which meeting not less than seven days' notice in writing, 
together with particulars of the business to be transacted thereat, 
shall be sent by the Secretary to each Member of the Association, 
shall be convened by direction of the Council, or on a requisition 
in writing signed by not less than 25 Members of the Association 
stating the purpose for which such meeting is desired. 

No business other than that for which the meeting has 
been convened shall be taken at any Special General Meeting. 

All voting at General Meetings shall be either by Members 
of the Association in person, or, if a poll be demanded by not 
less than twelve Members, then in writing under such conditions 
as the Council may determine. 

Removal of Member's Name from List of Members. 
19. For the consideration of any question affecting the 

conduct of any Member of the Association, or any motion to 
disqualify a person for membership, a Special General Meeting 
shall, at the instance of the Council be convened, and such 
meeting shall have power on a vote taken by ballot by a majority 
of two-thirds of the Members present and voting, to remove 
the name of such Member from the list of Members, whereupon 
such person shall cease to be entitled to any of the rights and 
privileges of membership of the Association. 

Alteration, etc., of Rules. 
20. These rules shall not be added to, amended or 

rescinded except at an Annual General Meeting, or a Special 
Meeting of the Association, and then only with the consent of 
not less than two-thirds of the Members present and voting at 
such meeting.

The hardiness of the different species is marked with 
letters in the following way :- 

(A) Hardy anywhere in the British Isles and may be 
planted in full exposure if desired. 

(B) Hardy anywhere in the British Isles but requires 
some shade to obtain the best results. 

(C) Hardy along the seaboard and in warm gardens 
inland. 

(D) Hardy in south and west but requires shelter even in 
warm gardens inland. 

(E) Requires shelter in most favoured gardens. 

(F) Usually a greenhouse shrub. 

(P) Early flowering. 

Any help in correcting mistakes will be welcomed both in 
these descriptions and in the markings against the species 
worth growing, which vary from 1-4 asterisks according to 
their merit.

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LIST OF HYBRID RHODODENDRONS. 

The following list of hybrid rhododendrons has been 
compiled from the lists of the principal nursery gardeners. An 
attempt has been made to give the relative degrees of hardiness 
by means of letters, but in view of the fact that a great many of 
the hybrids have not yet been properly tested in this country 
some errors may have crept in and any criticisms from members 
of the Rhododendron Association will be very welcome for 
future guidance. Any new rhododendrons and those of the 
older ones which are still worth growing are marked with a star, 
and those rhododendrons which are known to have particular 
merit have two and even three or four stars against them ; some 
which at present have only one star may well prove to be worth 
a higher grading. An attempt has been made this year to 
indicate those rhododendrons which still appear in various 
lists and which are hardly worth growing in view of the great 
advance that has been made of recent years in improving the 
hardy garden hybrid. A trial of the new rhododendrons has 
been arranged in order to judge of their particular merits and as 
a result some alterations have been made in the 1932 Year Book. 

As a general principle it will be found that the flowers of 
the following Rhododendrons are seen to much greater 
advantage when produced in partially shaded situations. 
Protection from strong wind is also desirable. 

(A) Hardy anywhere in the British Isles and may be 
planted in full exposure if desired. 

(B) Hardy anywhere in the British Isles, but requires 
some shade to obtain the best results. 

(C) Hardy along the seaboard and in warm gardens inland. 
(D) Hardy in south and west but requires shelter even in 

warm gardens inland. 
(E) Requires shelter in most favoured gardens. 
(F) Usually a greenhouse shrub. 
(P) Early flowering.

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THE RHODODENDRON SHOW OF 1931. 

By G. H. Johnstone. 

In contributing the record of this year's Rhododendron 
Show, the sixth of the series, I am spared the necessity for the 
inclusion of a list of the winning exhibitors which now, more 
conveniently, appears elsewhere in this publication. These 
notes are therefore written rather as a survey, and perhaps in 
some respects a critical survey, of the show mention only 
being made of those exhibits which seem to claim special 
notice. That this year's show was a success will be agreed by 
all those who visited the Royal Horticultural Society's Hall 
on either the 28th or 29th of April last, and special reference 
is made to both these dates because a remarkable improvement 
is noticeable in the way in which the flowers now stand up 
to the two days required of them. 

When the fixture was first thus extended there was little 
to reward one either for the exercise or the expense of 
attending the show on the second day except amongst the 
trade exhibits. Now instead of many wilted and dejected 
flowers one finds the great majority of them bravely holding 
out. This no doubt is due to greater skill in packing as well as 
better judgment in the picking, as is evidenced by the effect 
3ri the second day of the exhibits of newcomers to the show. 

This is not all the progress though, that could be seen 
at this year's show—progress was evident in every direction. 
The arrangement of the hall, the distribution of the classes, 
the quality of the exhibits, the increasing entries in the rarer 
classes, all point to greater experience, unflagging zeal on the 
part of all concerned, and the increasing size of the plants in 
our gardens. Thus in Class 43, the Lapponicum class, 
there were no less than II entries and all were good. Even 
one that was " over " when staged was good enough to win 
a prize—while in Class 35, which attracted i6 Thomsonii 
entries, again all were good. 
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It is pleasant to think of the exhibition that this progress 
should in time lead us to, and already we are surely 
approaching the time when the large group classes can be 
curtailed to give room to others which will at least admit of 
individuality having preference over mass. After all, these 
huge classes can attract very little competition, and while all 
of us owe very real thanks to those who enter for them, 
other classes may well be permitted in time to supersede 
this one since both exhibitors and exhibits have increased. 

Perhaps suggestions are not required in this contribution, 
but prizes offered for the best hybrid in each of red, white, 
yellow, blue and blush colours would produce five classes 
which would lend themselves to arrangement and would 
occupy a good bit of space. 

Another interesting class would surely be for hybridists 
to stage a representative collection each of his own labours. 
Thus we should be able to see along what lines each has 
proceeded. Certainly a group of hybrids raised at Caerhays 
would be instructive. 

However, there is nothing historical in suggestion, 
though such a class would emphasise the change in taste 
already reflected clearly in this year's show, the change 
from the strong to the more ephemeral colours, the turning 
from the huge, the corpulent, towards the dainty and 
artistic. After all there are limits to what one's eye can 
swallow just as there are limits to what our garden can contain. 

This year's Trade exhibits were far brighter and 
infinitely more attractive than a few years ago. The 
Rhododendron is not the easiest flower to mass, but, we are 
finding out how to do it, and each year sees less of the Union 
Jack principle of a hot mass of reds relieved by a solid streak 
of white. 

The exhibit arranged by Messrs. Waterer Sons and Crisp 
is deserving of special mention in this respect, setting as it 
did a very high standard of grouping. The effect of this 
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improved arrangement of the big trade exhibits, centrally 
placed in the hall, was to lend to that proasic building an 
appearance far surpassing any other Rhododendron Show 
held there, and challenging the competition of any other 
limited flower show. And if mention is to be made of the 
arrangement of this exhibit, some reference must certainly 
be made to the cultivation of the plants shown here, and on 
the stand of Messrs. Gomer Waterer—surely never did plants 
look so fat and well grown as in the latter exhibit—there was 
not a leaf that complained of the treatment it had received. 

And of variety, what shall be said for these large trade 
exhibits which offered between them satisfaction for every 
taste—for the student of display, the cultivator, he who 
enjoys rarity, the large garden to the tiniest bit of rockery ; 
each must be tempted somewhere. 

Messrs. Hillier and Sons' azaleas included the grey 
akeboni which is not often seen, an attractive thing in colour, 
and in scent, especially in a shady place. Messrs. Gill & Sons' 
sino-grande attracted much attention as did the very large 
plant of Elsa shown in full flower. I wonder where that 
plant is now and what the carriage cost ? Messrs. Gill seem 
to have an exact record of the measurements of the Royal 
Horticultural Society's doors ! 

Messrs. Wallace & Co. included in their exhibit many 
attractive novelties, not the least of which were cantabile, 
leptothrium, and imperator, size excepted in the latter case—
and who named, or has renamed this delightful child of the 
rockery " Imperator " for such a delicate and charming 
thing ? I often wish I could have a word with god-parents, 
but never more than now. Still even this untruthful name 
cannot take from the charm of this plant. 

Then, amongst the host of hardy hybrids one must not 
forget the Mother o' Pearl as shown by Messrs. Slocock, 
nor that this firm had the prize for the best plant in the show 
—and did the card fall from the plant it was meant for on to 
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the one below ?—but, perhaps the best plant should not be 
compared with the " best seller," and I know which I should 
buy. 

There was another case in which the award card surely 
got adrift, and here in Class 14 the remarkable yellow hybrid 
from Logan was missed out in favour of a bloodless niveum 
cross, sharing its misfortune with an orbiculare hybrid which 
was certainly high in interest if not highly esteemed. And 
that yellow hybrid found a warm welcome amongst us all 
not only for its colour, better than either of its parents 
(Dr. Stocker and campylocarpum), but because of where it 
comes from, and the hope that it brought to all of us that if 
we can tempt plants from Logan we shall get the owner too 
some day to come to our show. 

And while on the subject of this hybrid and with eyes 
wandering to the award table where the select few are 
gathered together, should not the judges be satisfied before 
an award of merit is given to a hybrid that it shows a definite 
improvement on one or other of its parents ?—Of course if 
both parents are improved in the progeny an F.C.C. would 
be the natural corollary—but, how many Rhododendron 
hybrids would reach that qualification ? I only know of two. 

But to return to history—and particularly Class 8, in 
which the winning group brought together a really remarkable 
team from Lochinch ; here to out of the 12 were each of them 
quite outstanding even if placed in their individual classes 
instead of in a group. Rhaibocarpum, campanulatum, 
desquamatum, white arboreum, oreodoxa (var haematocheilum ?) 
Bainbridgeanum, adenogynum, a wonderful neriiflorum, and 
a bullatum considered by some to be the most remarkable 
flower in the hall. 

Others in this class which seem to invite special mention 
are the rhantum and diphrocalix from Bodnant, Mr. de 
Rothschild's crinigerum and caloxanthum, the latter surely 
a far more tempting thing than the variant shown in Class 33 
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which approached the colour of muddy mustard, and 
Mr. Magor's rotundifolium (and by the way, Mr. Crosfield's 
exhibit of adenogynum here should have been labelled 
irroratum). 

A striking hybrid staged in a group for Class 9 was 
Mr. de Rothschild's No. 2,202. It was also looking equally 
good in some of his other exhibits. The same competitor's 
" Madeleine " seemed, after the one mentioned above, about 
the most striking newcomer in this class. 

Lord Stair's winning exhibit in Class x i, for three species 
cannot pass unnoticed, for surely the pink arboreum he 
staged has never been equalled in any exhibit of arboreum, 
while his rhantum and bullatum were also of outstanding 
merit on account of their cultivation and condition. There 
are few competitors who have further to come than from 
Lochinch, and Mr. Rye, the gardener there, is to be 
congratulated on the condition in which he gets his flowers 
to London. The runners-up in this class (Lady Aberconway 
and Mr. MacLaren), have a problem of equal difficulty in 
overcoming the distance which lies between Bodnant and 
the Royal Horticultural Society's Hall and their exhibit in 
this class of euchaites, arboreum and lanatum was excellent, 
lanatum especially fine—but, he is a bold exhibitor who puts 
up an arboreum against Lord Stair. 

I have already referred to Mr. de Rothschild's TL 2,202, 

a striking flower in any company and it probably proved the 
cardinal point in getting him the verdict in Class 12 for three 
hybrids. 

Sir John Ramsden had a flower in his group for this 
class which in the density of its colour approached some of 
the dark sanguineums. This was Ivory's scarlet x blood red 
arboreum. 

The pink argyrophyllum from Bodnant is another flower 
that should not be left out of account. This appeared in 
Class 16. The next class too drew an easy winner from 
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Bodnant in the barbatum which won the type class, though 
Admiral Heneage-Vivian's bloom of habrotrichum which is 
one of those things not prodigal of its charms must have run 
it close, while the scarlet strigilosum shown by Colonel Rogers 
seemed deserving of more notice than it attracted. 

Class 21 for any Falconeri except the type, drew two 
interesting disappointments in coreaceum and basilicum and 
also a most beautiful yellow eximeum, the latter shown by 
Colonel Stephenson Clarke. In spite of the exhibits referred 
to we must not burn our plants of basilicum yet for better 
things may be expected when the plants have got a better hold, 
the bloom shown being obviously a somewhat adventitious 
one. Coreaceum appears to be the same as fictolacteum 
in flower, although the underside of the leaf differs. 

Mr. P. D. Williams' lacteum in Class 26 was very good, 
but no doubt opinion will be divided as to the red edge which 
some of these lacteums have. 

What a year it seems to be for Wightii flowering, and 
does it always bear that unfortunate appearance ?—I must 
look in Sir Joseph Hooker's book where I think it is portrayed. 
Mr. L. de Rothschild seemed to be the only competitor who 
could bring out of it any consent to show itself, and that 
mostly with the help of a label. 

The gigantic Nuttallii shown by Lord Swathling to win 
Class 27 certainly attracted more comment from the man in 
the street (and the lady too) than any other individual bloom 
in the show. It was a wonderful bit of cultivation and a 
monstrous flower too. 

Class 28 was interesting for the cuffianum shown by 
Lady Aberconway and Mr. MacLaren and also the carneum 
from Exbury, and Class 31 calls for mention of the scarlet 
sanguineum staged by Mr. A. M. Williams, while the Souliei's 
shown by Colonel Rogers and Lord Swathling in 34 filled 
with uncharitable feelings those of us who have failed with 
this not so easy subject. 
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One wondered why Mr. MacLaren's " pendulum " 
received no notice in the Edgeworthii Class (No. 38). 
Presumably the Judges were overpowered by the cultivation 
which was responsible for the amazing sprays of bullatum 
staged by all three winners in this class. 

The white cephalanthum staged by Mr. Magor was 
about as good a bit of this charming thing as we are likely to 
see ; and what a superb Augustinii that is with which he 
Won Class 45 (the green eye could not remain only with his 
plant !), and how curious that in this class of several entries 
all three prizes should go to Cornwall—well they must win 
sometimes there ! Mr. Magor brought up many things of 
exceptional merit but none perhaps more entitled to this 
claim than the pink Davidsonianum with which he won 
Class 48—a perfect thing staged in perfect condition. 

Was the dingy horror under the number KW 5,687 
shown in the Triflorum Class, was this the mahogany triflorum 
we have so anxiously awaited ? Anyway it corresponds with 
another under the same number left in a garden that the writer 
knows lest it should dash another idol from its resting place. 

Better things were to be seen in Classes 5o and 57. The 
bright yellow trichocladum shown by Mr. A. M. Williams 
in the former was only equalled in merit by the brilliant 
spinuliferum shown by Mr. de Rothschild in the other ; and 
mention must be made too of the hybrid Mr. Rothschild 
staged in Class 6o, this being Thomsonii x diphrocalyx 
producing a dark red with an undivided calyx covering two-
thirds of the corolla. It was placed second to the neriiflorum 
x Griersonianum put up by Mr. MacLaren. 

Mr. A. W. Williams' Augustinii x fastigiatum always 
looks supreme in its class, and remains the best blue 
Rhododendron yet produced, as well as one of the best of all 
hybrids. 

Mr. J. B. Stevenson staged a beautifully grown plant 
of myrtillioides in Class 64 A, which was particularly well 
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as shown in a large green bowl—it gave one a glimpse of the 
pleasure to be got from this sort of plant to rival the lately 
fashionable dwarf trees from Japan. 

There remain the amateur groups in Classes 6 and 7 for 
comment, and 7 shall come first because it was awarded the 
cup for the best exhibit in the show. Here the group 
staged by Mr. J. C. Williams drew the interest of the fancier 
as much as it attracted the wonder of those whose knowledge 
of Rhododendrons is limited, for it contained, besides rareties 
of many species, hybrids of great interest and merit. 

There was not a " swinger " in the group and much of it 
was in a class by itself. Of hybrids there was a wonderful 
bit of Roylei x yunnanense, sulphureum x lutescens a most 
charming yellow, Edgworthii x lutescens each offering separate 
and distinct attraction. Then amongst the species was a truly 
wonderful desquamatum ; habrotrichum looking temptingly 
easy to grow, haemaleum, argyrophyllum, araiophyllum, 
meddianum which all will want to grow presently, the rare 
sperabile, enchaites, fulvum, and to represent the azaleas the 
compelling colour of Weyrichii—while centrally placed was a 
bit of dichroanthum far superior in colour to any other 
example in the Hall of this much varied species. 

And so we come to the battle of the giants in Class b-
and these large groups brought together a huge range of type, 
of colour, of size, and of arrangement. 

The battle for the winning exhibit obviously rested 
between those from Bodnant and Exbury—The arrangement 
of the former being exceptionally well designed so that the 
smaller growing rhododendrons formed a receding bay in 
the centre round which the larger ones were built up to a 
background of large sprays of the spectacular Cornish Cross, 
Penjerrick, and arboreum ; the density in front being relieved 
by raised vases of such as Griersonianum. A very well thought 
out scheme, wholly attractive, but discounted to some extent 
by labels which, while abundantly clear, were not of a very 
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harmonious colour, and also by the use of some flowers which 
are constitutionally not " showers." These hanging dejected 
heads as though in protest at being brought to London took 
much from the " spirit " of the whole effect. 

Mr. L. de Rothschild's exhibit, if it lacked something in 
design by comparison with the other, contained no " floppers " 
though perhaps it would have looked better with rather less 
red, a colour akin to discomfort. 

The centre of this group was formed by a huge vase of 
Aucklandii, a wonderful form of this still unbeaten species, 
superlatively shown, without a spot on any of the blooms. 
The tiny mountain forms instead of being used to break up 
the solidity of the whole were staged in fragments stuck in 
cushions of moss in the front row. 

In variety the Bodnant Exhibit was slightly ahead though 
in rarity Mr. de Rothschild's had the verdict, while in 
cultivation the Exbury plants seemed the better. 

After protracted consideration the Judges decided that 
they could not separate these two competitors. 

In this class were many blooms that had obviously been 
opened under glass and it should surely be a matter for 
consideration by the powers that govern this exhibition 
whether, if this class is to be continued, it should not be an 
instruction that all blooms shown must have been developed 
in the open. How attractive a group might be made with a 
liberal staging of the Javanese hybrids and so we might drift 
into a competition in area of glass. 

Of the other exhibits in this Class 6, mention music be 
made of Colonel Stephenson Clarke's campylocarpum. One 
wonders whether lacteum will prove as amenable at Borde 
Hill as the former which has the reputation of being equally 
particular. Colonel Clarke's haemanthum was good, a plant 
not often seen, and the same may be said of his anthosphaerum 
and also Victorianum. It was a good exhibit spoilt perhaps 
by a rather sanguinary corner of reds. 
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Lady Loder had a very attractive hybrid in ochroleucum 
x Griffithianum though it was rather lost in the crowd ; a 
criticism which does not apply to a vase of a really white 
yunnanense which was outstandingly good. 

There was a wealth of good things too on Sir John 
Ramsden's stand though I missed here a little purple glaucum 
which remembering from last year, I longed to see again. 
Or was it this which has re-appeared as tsarongense ?—and 
if so, where has its colour gone. Oldhami was a species here 
which one does not often come across, in bloom at any rate, 
and there was also a nice hybrid between Souliei and 
campylocarpum, while mention must also be made of azalea 
magnifica, or is it Noorditiana ? Anyway it puzzles a good 
many though the delicious scent should enable one to place it. 

In closing this review of the show it will be fitting once 
again to place on record our indebtedness to the Committee 
concerned, especially to Mr. de Rothschild whose energy is 
the mainspring which makes the whole thing " go," and to 
the staff of the Royal Horticultural Society who are amazingly 
helpful and patient under all the provocation inseparable 
from the coming together of so many amateurs in showing. 

All concerned may rightly find their reward in the 
evidence of widening interest in the show, the increased 
keenness of the showers, and the progressive merit of the 
shown.
