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CONSTITUTION AND RULES RELATING THERETO 

OF 

THE RHODODENDRON ASSOCIATION. 

Title. 
r. The title of this Association is " The Rhododendro1t 

Association." 
Office. 

2. The office of the Association shall be in London at such 
place as may from time to time be fixed by the Council of the 
Association. 

Objects. 
3. The object of the Association is to encourage, improve 

and extend the study and cultivation of Rhododendrons by 
means of publications, the holding of Exhibitions and otherwise. 

Membership. 
4. The Association shall consist of Members paying annual 

subscriptions of 2IS. or, in the case of working gardeners, 10s. 6d.,. 
or such other amounts as shall hereafter be determined at a 
General Meeting of the Association, and the receipt and 
acceptance of a subscription by the Hon. Treasurer or Secretary 
shall, subject to election as hereinafter provided, constitute the 
subscriber thereof a Member of the Association. 

All candidates for Membership shall be proposed and 
seconded by two Members of the Association and such candida­
ture shall come before a meeting of the Council. On demand 
by any Member of the Council, voting shall be by ballot when 
one black ball in four shall exclude. 

Any person desiring to commute his or her annual 
subscription for life may do so by making one payment of 
£15. 15s. in lieu of an annual subscription of one guinea, and 
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shall thereby become entitled to all the rights and privileges of 
the corresponding annual subscription. 

No person shall be entitled to any of the rights and privileges 
of Membership until his or her subscription for the current year 
has been received by the Hon. Treasurer or Secretary. 

The rights and privileges of Members of the Association 
shall be as follows :-

(a) To receive copies of such publications issued by 
the Association as may be decided by the Council. 

(b) To exhibit, subject to the Exhibition Regulations 
for the time being in force, at the Association's Exhibi­
tions and at Exhibitions held by the Association in 
conjunction with any other Association. 

(c) To ree:eive Members' tickets of admission to the 
Association's Exhibitions. 

(cl) To vote at all General Meetings of the 
Association. 

Subscriptions. 
5. Subscriptions shall be payable on January 1st in each 

year. Any Member desirous of relinquishing membership shall 
give notice thereof in writing to the Hon. Treasurer or Secretary 
not later than February 1st in any year and in default of such 
notice such Member shall be liable for the subscription for the 
current year. 

Application of Income and Funds. 
6. The income and funds of the Association shall be 

applied towards the promotion of the objects of the Association. 

Executive Council. 
7. The management and administration of the affairs of the 

Association shall, subject to these rules, be vested in a Council 
consisting-

( a) Of the Officers of the Association as hereinafter 
defined; 

(b) Of eight other Members of the Association, two 
of whom shall retire annually and shall not be re-eligible 



for election until one year has elapsed ; this rule, as far 
as affects retirement, shall only become operative thret' 
years after the founding of the Association, when the 
names of those to retire shall be settled by ballot. 

The Members of the Council referred to under (b) shall be 
elected as hereinafter provided, and shall hold office until the 
next Annual General Meeting. 

Any vacancy occurring during the year may be filled by the 
Council, and such appointments shall hold good until the next 
Annual General Meeting. Five Members of the Council shall 
form a quorum. 

Appointment and Duties of Officers. 

8. The Officers of the Association who shall be elected as 
hereafter provided and hold office until the next Annual General 
Meeting, shall be the following :-

(a) A President of the Association who shall take the 
chair at all Meetings of the Association and of the Council. 

(b) A Vice-President who shall, in the absence of 
the President, preside at all meetings of the Association 
and of the Council. 

(c) An Hon. Treasurer who shall be the Accounting 
Officer, and shall be responsible for the payment into the 
Association's banking account of all moneys received by 
him on behalf of the Association. The Hon. Treasurer 
shall prepare for the Annual General Meeting a Balance 
Sheet and Statement of Accounts in respect of his year of 
office, and 

(d) A Secretary who shall be responsible for all the 
Secretarial work of the Association and shall be Editor 
of the Association's publications. The Secretary shall 
account to the Hon. Treasurer for all moneys received 
by him on behalf of the Association. 

The President, Vice-President and Hon. Treasurer shall be 
ex-officio Members of the Council and all Committees thereof. 



Any vacancy amongst the Officers occurring during the 
year, shall be filled by the Council, and such appointments shall 
bold good until the next Annual General Meeting. 

Election of Hon. Life Members. 

9. Such persons as the Association may desire to honour 
may, on the nomination of the Council, be elected as Hon. Life 
Members of the Association, but they shall not as such be entitled 
to vote or take any part in the management and administration of 
the affairs of the Association. 

Appointment of Committees. 

10. The Council may appoint special Committees for 
special purposes. Unless otherwise directed by the Council 
no Committee of the Council shall have any executive powers, 
and no act or decision of any Committee shall be deemed to be 
an act or decision of the Council. 

Council Meetings. 

I I. A meeting of the Council, of which not less than seven 
days' notice in writing, together with particulars of the business 
to be transacted thereat, shall be sent by the Secretary to each 
Member thereof, shall be convened so often as the Council may 
decide, or whenever the Secretary shall think necessary, or on a 
requisition in writing signed by not less than six Members of 
the Council stating the purposes for which such meeting is 
desired. 

Financial Provisions. 

12. The bankers of the Association shall be such bankers 
as the Council shall hereafter from time to time appoint. The 
Association's Banking Account shall be in the name of " The 
Rhododendron Association," and all cheques drawn on this 
account must be signed by the Secretary and any one other Hon. 
Officer of the Association. 
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The Reserve and Special Funds of the Association shall be 
invested as the Council may direct in the joint names of not less 
than three Members of the Association, who shall be nominated 
by the Council. Such investments shall not be varied or realised 
except with the authority of the Council. 

Appointment of Auditor and Duties. 

13. The Association shall at the Annual General Meeting 
appoint as Auditor for the ensuing year a Certified Accountant, 
who shall bold office for one year, but shall be eligible for­
re-election. The Auditor shall examine and audit the books and 
accounts of the Association and the Annual Balance Sheet, and 
shall ascertain that all payments have been duly authorised by 
the Council and vouched. 

Exhibitions. 
14. The Association shall hold at least one Metropolitan 

Exhibition in each year and Provincial Exhibitions when 
practicable, and may also hold Exhibitions in conjunction with 
any other Society or make special awards at any other 
horticultural exhibition. 

The Council shall have power to make regulations for the 
management and conduct of such exhibitions, and such rules for 
judging thereat as it may think proper, and such regulations 
and rules shall be binding on all exhibitors. 

Nominations for Election of Hon. Officers and Council. 

15. The nominations for election of Hon. Life Members 
and Officers shall be made by the Council, which may also 
nominate Members of the Association for election as ordinary 
Members of the Council. Members of the Association may make 
nominations for the election of ordinary Members of the Council 
provided that such nominations shall be signed by not less than 
two Members of the Association and sent to the Secretary, 
together with the written consent of the nominee to act, not later 
than February rst next preceding the Annual General Meeting. 
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Method of Election. 
16. If the number of candidates for any office or member­

ship of the Council should exceed the vacancies to be filled, the 

Secretary shall send to each Member of the Association, with the 
notice convening the Annual General Meeting, a voting paper 
setting out the names of the candidates in alphabetical order. 

Each Member shall be entitled to as many votes as there are 
vacancies to be filled, but not more than one vote may be given 
for any candidate. 

Every voting paper shall be filled in and signed by the 
Member voting, and returned, endorsed voting paper, so as to 
reach the Secretary at least five clear days before the Annual 
General Meeting. The provisions of this rule as to the mode 

of voting with a note as to the total number of candidates that 
may be voted for shall be printed on the voting papers, and any 
voting paper which is out of time or does not conform to this 
rule shall be void. 

The voting papers shall be handed, unopened, to the 
Scrutineers (not less than two in number) appointed by the 
President, who shall count the same and report the voting to the 
Annual General Meeting. 

Annual General Meeting. 
17. The Annual General Meeting of the Association, of 

which meeting not less than 14 days' notice in writing, together 
with particulars of the business to be transacted thereat, shall 
be sent by the Secretary to each Member of the Association, 
shall be held at a date to be fixed by the Council in each year, 
and the order of business shall be as follows :-

(i.) Confirmation of Minutes of the last Annual 
General Meeting. 

(ii.) Reception of Annual Report of the Council and 
the Hon. Treasurer's Statement of Accounts as audited 
by the Association's Auditor. 

(iii.) Reception of the Report of the Scrutineers 
appointed by the President. 
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(iv.) Election of Auditor for ensuing year. 
( v.) Other General Business. 

Special General Meeting. 

18. A Special General Meeting of the Association, of 
which meeting not less than seven days' notice in writing, 
together with particulars of the business to be transacted thereat, 
shall be sent by the Secretary to each Member of the Association, 
shall be convened by direction of the Council, or on a requisition 
in writing signed by not less than 25 Members of the Association 
stating the purpose for which such meeting is desired. 

No business other than that for which the meeting has 
been convened shall be taken at any Special General Meeting. 

All voting at General Meetings shall be either by Members 
of the Association in person, or, if a poll be demanded by not 
less than twelve Members, then in writing under such conditions 
as the Council may determine. 

Removal of Member's Name from List of Members. 

19. For the consideration of any question affecting the 
conduct of any Member of the Association, or any motion to 
disqualify a person for membership, a Special General Meeting 
shall, at the instance of the Council be convened, and such 
meeting shall have power on a vote taken by ballot by a majority 
of two-thirds of the Members present and voting, to remove 
the name of such Member from the list of Members, whereupon 
such person shall cease to be entitled to any of the rights and 
privileges of membership of the Association. 

Alteration, etc., of Rules. 

20. These rules shall not be added to, amended or 
rescinded except at an Annual General Meeting, or a Special 
Meeting of the Association, and then only with the consent of 
not less than two-thirds of the Members present and voting at 
such meeting. 
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NOTES ON THE SERIES OF RHODODENDRONS. 

SERIES GRANDE. 

The Grande Series of Rhododendrons is as a whole more 
adapted to the milder parts of this country and but few of the 
series are happy even in gardens as sheltered as Ex bury. 
Some of them, however, seem a little more amenable to 
general cultivation, though it remains to be seen what havoc 
a cold winter will play, as some of these are of but late 
introduction. 

Amongst the hardiest of the series is R. coryplzaeum, into 
which R. semnum bas now been merged, and that rather 
elusive or doubtful R. praestans may also be identical. R. 
coryphaeum itself has not yet flowered in our country, though 
I have plants growing at Exbury raised from seed given me 
by Mr. Williams in 1919. The plants have never suffered 
from the frost but have grown slowly and are now only 4-5 feet 
high, with large green leaves with a very broad, flattened, 
short petiole, although the tree is said to grow 15-20 feet in 
height. Its flowers are creamy-white with a basal crimson 
blotch and, like so many of the series, appear to be handsome. 
It comes from 12,000 feet elevation in rhododendron and pine 
forest and should grow in warm gardens inland. 

R. giganteum, on the other hand, is only fitted for the 
warmest gardens in Cornwall or along the western seaboard, 
though I have seen a few specimens struggling to grow inland 
even in cold gardens. At Exbury it is not a success in the 
open, and the plants there, raised at the same time as at 
Caerhays, are less than one quarter the size of the latter. It 
is quite the giant of the species and where it can be grown is 
a magnificent rhododendron. It is described as a tree of 
80 feet high, and one of the three trees that Forrest found had 
a stem 9 feet in circumference 7 feet from the ground. The 
flowers are typical grande form, rose crimson, very large. 
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It has flowered in cultivation in the garden of Mr. Edgar 
Stead, at Christchurch, New Zealand, and a photograph was 
published in the Year Book of the Rhododendron Association 
last year. 

R. grande, a tree of 30 feet, one of the early introductions 
from the Himalayas, is too well-known to require any further 
description than that its creamy-yellow flowers are most 
attractive in the early spring in those favoured gardens along 
the south and west where it can be grown. 

R. Macabeanum, a tree of 45 feet, has been introduced 
by Kingdon Ward since the publication of " The Species of 
Rhododendron " and plants are now some 2-3 feet high at 
Exbury and so far they have withstood the climate well. It 
has an attractive large leaf with white or grayish-white 
indumentum on the under-surface-silvery is perhaps a better 
description. It is said to have pale yellow or yellowish-white 
flowers with large purple spots, but these have not yet been 
seen in cultivation and no doubt much patience will be 
required. 

R. peregrinum, a rogue which appeared amongst plants of 
R. galactinum, is allied to R. W atsonii and is a shrub or small 
tree with white flowers with a faint rose tint and spotted with 
red inside. It is not in general cultivation, though it should 
be on the hardier side. 

R . praestans, a shrub of 20-30 feet high, with magenta 
flowers, or flushed that colour with a crimson blotch at base, 
is allied to R. sinogrande but has a very short broad petiole. 
A plant that was supposed to be this at Exbury succumbed in 
the cold winter of 1928, and it is a rhododendron of which we 
know very little. 

R. protistum is very closely allied to R. giganteum and it 
is possible that R. giganteum may eventually prove to be only 
a form of this, which is a fairly common rhododendron in 
north-western Yunnan on the Mekong-Salween divide; it is 
almost as tender as R. giganteum in cultivation. Its flowers, 



creamy-white flushed rose, should make it a most attractive 
large-leaved rhododendron for favoured gardens, but I doubt 
if it will be successful elsewhere, though some of its forms seem 
hardier than R. giganteum. 

R. semnoides, 15-20 feet high, very close to R. praestans 
and R. coryphaeum, is also a rhododendron of which we know 

but little at present. 
R. sidereum, a tree or large shrub of 20-30 feet, with 

rather long, thin gray-green leaves, has flowers creamy white 
to clear yellow with a crimson blotch at base. Some of the 
forms sent back by Forrest are said to have almost deep yellow 
flowers, the colour of R. lacteum. It comes, however, from 
north-eastern Upper Burma and eastern Yunnan at only 
9 ,000-10,000 feet altitude and is distinctly on the tender side. 
I have plants at Exbury from Farrer's introduction growing in 
the open, but they have been disfigured three times by sharp 
winter frosts and, except in the most sheltered positions, are 

not likely to be satisfactory. It is again a plant for the milder 
parts of our country ; and so is R. sinogrande, a rhododendron 
which has been introduced by all the explorers of recent years 
and which, while forming a tree of 20-30 feet high, has the 
largest leaves of any rhododendron, certainly in its younger 
stage; as the tree grows older the leaves diminish a little in 
size. This also is a rhododendron for the milder parts of the 
country, though on account of the beauty of its leaves, it is 
worth experimenting with in all sheltered gardens. The size 
of its leaves proves that it is really a tree of the forest and 
wants growing in full shade ; as in this kind of situation the 
frost is broken by the twigs overhead, it is not too difficult to 
find a sheltered place for it. It will also stand drought better 
than any other big-leaved rhododendron when established as 
it is used to having to fight for moisture with the roots of other 
trees in its native habitat. It should be planted young, and it 
is one of the few rhododendrons which I have noticed form 
tap roots. I raised a few seedlings at Exbury in the open, 
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where they stood the winter of 1928 perfectly with snow and 
ice round them, and I left them for some years ; when I 
started to move them I found one plant, which had grown 
particularly well and which was some feet high, had a tap 
root that forked some 6 or 7 inches below the ground, and one 
of them at least a foot further into the soil. Plants have been 
flowering freely in Cornwall the last few years and form a 
magnificent sight when covered with their sulphur-yellow 
flowers, bigger and a clearer yellow than those of R. grande. 
It is a plant which should be acquired small and planted in a 
permanent place immediately ; and as it comes from ro,ooo 
to 14,000 feet altitude, it is the forms that come from the 
higher altitude that should be selected for the colder garden. 
At Exbury KW 8130 appears to be the hardiest. 

The last of the series is R. Watsonii, a shrub only 7-8 feet 
high, with a loose truss of fifteen flowers, white with a crimson 
blotch. It is one of the smallest members of the family in 
height, foliage and size of flowers, and indeed is an offshoot, 
coming from western Szechuan. It is hardier and more 
generally suitable for cultivation than any other member of 
the series, but one of the least attractive. 

SERIES HELIOLEPIS. 

The Heliolepis Series is closely allied to the Triflorum 
Series, the leaves being densely scaly below ; it hybridises 
freely with members of this series. 

R. brevistylum, a shrub ro feet in height, coming from 
12,000-13,000 feet elevation on the Lichiang Range, has 
attractive small trusses of pale to deep rose flowers with deep 
crimson spots, especially valuable because the flowers come 
in late May or early June when most of the other rhododendrons 
are over; not very showy, it is yet very pleasing in the 
woodland, and the varieties sent back by Rock are particularly 
attractive. 
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R. desquamatum is a shrub of 10-30 feet in height with 
mauve, spotted flowers at the end of April or beginning of 
May. With this rhododendron have been merged in "The 
Species of Rhododendron " R. catapastum, R. squarrosum and 
R. stenoplastum, but as the rhododendrons sent back under 
these names vary considerably, further work is evidently 
desirable as to whether this merging will not have to be revised 
and two distinct species established. Very like those of 
R. rubiginosum, the flowers are rather more open and less 
bell-shaped than in that species. The greater variety of 
plants under this name resemble that which was sent as R. 
catapastum; but some varieties have very much larger, flatter 
flowers resembling those of R. Augustinii almost in shape, but 
rounder, and of a more lavender blue than the magenta purple 
of R. catapastum. This is the plant sent back by Farrer and 
batches of seedlings, both from Rock and Forrest, have 
flowered at Exbury very similar in appearance. Whether 
from the botanical point of view these two very different plants 
should remain as one species is not yet determined ; from 
the garden point of view they are quite distinct and both are 
well worth growing in the garden, though the latter form is 
slightly more tender and requires a sheltered place really to 
do it justice. It only just succeeds at Exbury. Most of 
the former forms described are hardier but all are slightly 
more tender than R. rubiginosum itself and require 
shelter owing to their early flowering which is at the end 
of April. 

R. fumidum, a shrub about 6 feet high, is said to have 
dull violet flowers, but i, is a most elusive rhododendron as 
three times have I raised seed sent back from China said to 
be this species, which only proved to be R. desquamatum 
when I sent it up for examination. 

R. Jzeliolepis itself, with which has been merged 
R. plebeium, is a small shrub with very aromatic leaves and 
small bunches of very pale rose or old rose coloured flowers 
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at the end of June. Farrer, when he sent it home, described 
the flowers as the colour of old chintz, and this is an accurate 
description of a plant which, not showy, is yet worth growing 
in some of its forms for the sake of its late flowering habit; 
it never makes a splash in the garden but is pretty in its quiet 
Quakerish manner. 

R. invictum, a shrub 6 feet in height with purple flowers, 
I have not seen. Nor have I seen R. Leclerei or R. oporimmi, 
two other species of the same series, the former with flowers 
said to be blue and the latter with flowers of a dark rose, 
darker at the base of the corolla. These, so far as I know, are 
not in cultivation. R. pholidotum, a shrub of 8 feet with rose 
purple flowers, is also very scarce. 

R. rubiginomm, on the other hand, a shrub or tree up to 
30 feet in height with mauve flowers spotted with brown, has 
been in cultivation for many years, and is an attractive April 
flowering rhododendron, extremely free flowe1ing when it has 
reached a certain size and most attractive when kept away 
from any reds. It will stand a certain amount of lime in the 
soil but grows better in typical rhododendron surroundings. 
If it is to be seen in robust health the flowers should be picked 
off every year, as it sets seed extremely freely and is in 
consequence apt to suffer in a dry summer, while of course the 
flowering for next year is impeded. Here again there is a form 
with slightly different-shaped flowers, almost white with 
reddish spots instead of brown, with a corolla slightly more 
bell-shaped, which almost deserves specific rank. I have this 
variety at Exbury and have also seen it at Werrington, but 
I do not know whence it originated. 

SERIES IRRORATUM. 

The Irroratum Series is one of the largest in the genus of 
rhododendron. 

0 
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R. agastum, a shrub of 10-20 feet with rose-coloured 

flowers, comes from too low an altitude-6,000-9,000 feet­
to be hardy in most of our gardens, nor have I seen it in 
cultivation. 

R. Annae, although it comes from only 4,500 feet altitude 
in Kweichow, has flowered in some of our English gardens 
with small pale rose, cup-shaped flowers. It appears to be 
hardy at Exbury. 

R. anthosphaerum, with rose-magenta flowers with a few 
dark crimson markings and a black crimson blotch, a tree of 
20-30 feet in height, has flowered in Cornwall and also at 

Exbury, but it is one of those rhododendrons where one 
plant is sufficient for a collection, and so I should think would 
be its sub-species, R. hylothreptum. 

R. araiophyllum is a much more attractive plant. A 
slender branched shrub of 9-16 feet high, it has white or white 
suffused rose flowers with a basal crimson blotch and is very 
pretty and refined when in flower. Its neat foliage is also 
most graceful. It is unfortunately none too hardy and really 
only happy along the sea-coast, but in warm gardens is well 
worthy of a choice site, flowering as it does when only 3-4 feet 
high; like so many Irroratums, however, it may prove hardier 
when it has grown into a larger plant. 

R. cerochitum, a small tree of 20 feet with rose colour 
flowers, intermediate between R. ombrochares and R. can­

astylum ; R. dimitrum, a shrub of 6-7 feet with deep rose 
more or less spotted flowers, and R. epapillatum, a small tree 
of about 17 feet with pale rose flowers with deeper tinted 
spots, we know very little about. 

R. eritimum, a small tree of about 18 feet, with its sub­
species R. chawchiense, R. gymnogynum, R. heptamerum and 
R. persicinum, with dark crimson or lighter rose-magenta 
flowers, is also an Irroratum of tender nature, which is probably 

only hardy along the seaboard and one that eventually only 
the collector will grow. It grows early and is very inclined to 
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have the first growth cut by frost. The leaves are very distinct, 
leathery, blue-green with the mid-rib slightly coloured red 
in the young foliage. 

R. Hardingii, a shrub of 6-8 feet is very near R. laxiftorum 
and in grace is said possibly to rival R. araiophyllum, but as 
it comes from an area much further south, is probably extremely 
tender. 

R. irroratum itself, a shrub or small tree as much as 
25 feet high, has white or creamy yellow flowers, often 
suffused with pale or deeper rose colour and marked with 
many or few crimson or dark brown spots, is an attractive 
shrub for the warmer garden. It flowers early in April at 
Exbury. Those with yellowish flowers or the deeply spotted 
varieties appeal · to me most, though the almost white form 
with light spots sent home by Kingdon Ward is also most 
attractive. While not one of the most striking of 

rhododendrons it certainly fills a gap in the flowering and is 
well worthy of inclusion in any garden where it can be 
grown. 

R. Kendrickii, a small tree of 15-25 feet in height, with 
pink or deep red flowers, is one of the few representatives of 
Irroratum in the Himalayas and has no close link with any of 
the Chinese species. It also is only for the milder gardens, 
and so unfortunately is R. laxiftorum, a shrub 12-20 feet high 
with pure white, someLimes suffused rose flowers unspotted, 
which is in my opinion the finest of the Sub-Series Irroratum. 
In Cornwall it is magnificent, the purity and thoroughbred 
appearance of its flowers and the grace of its foliage being 
such that I have moved all the plants I have at Exbury into 
the warmest and most sheltered part of the garden in the 
hope that occasionally there it may delight me with its 
blooms. It will hold its own not only in the Irroratum Series 
but in the whole genus of rhododendron in spite of its flowers 
not being very large and the truss loose and consisting of only 
about twelve blooms.

R. leptopeplum, a shrub 9-14 feet in height, with creamy 
white flushed rose, blotched crimson flowers, I know very 
little about, nor of R. lukiangense, a medium sized shrub, 
with its sub-species R. admirabile, R. adroserum, R. ceraceum 
and R. gymnanthum, all of them with rose-coloured flowers, 
more or less deep and inclined to magenta, and which are 
again only shrubs for the collector of rhododendrons with a 
seaside garden. 

R. mengtszense, a tree of 20 feet with purple red flowers, 
comes from too low an elevation to be hardy, while R. ning­

yuenense is not in cultivation. 
R. ombrochares, a medium sized tree with cherry crimson 

flowers, is also only for the seaside garden, and so is 
R. papillatum, with its pale cream-spotted pink flowers. 

R. pennivenium, a shrub of 9-20 feet, resembles in its 
foliage R. Delavayi and is a link with the Series Arboreum. 
Its deep crimson flowers may be attractive where it can be 
grown. 

R. pogonostylum is only known from the original 
collections of Henry. 

R. Shepherdii, a shrub with glossy branchlets, has been 
figured in the Botanical Magazine, but " The Species of 
Rhododendron " says it is doubtful whether the true plant is 
now in cultivation. At Exbury a plant under this name has 
flowered with deep scarlet flowers, almost resembling blood­
red arboreum in colour and very attractive, though it 
appears to be on the tender side. I do not know, however, 
if I have the true species. 

R. spanotrichum. Of this again nothing is known beyond 
Henry's first collection, while when it comes to R. tanastylum, 

with deep crimson flowers, a medium-sized bush or tree of 
8-20 feet, it is again only for seaside gardens and an odd 
plant is sufficient. 

It is when we come to the Sub-Series Parishii of the 
Irroraturn Series that we find some of the finest scarlet or 
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blood-red rhododendrons which have ever been introduced. 
Unfortunately they are all on the tender side and only fitted 
for very warm gardens along the sea-shore. 

R . agapetum, which has been sent home by Kingdon Ward, 
is a small tree of 15-20 feet with long thin leaves and has 
fine blood-red flowers, but the truss is not as big as that of 
either R. eriogynum or R. Elliottii. Kingdon Ward's 
introduction seems hardy at Exbury in sheltered places and 
is also growing in some warm gardens inland. At Exbury 
it has flowered in the open, and while it would be fine by 
itself, it is not as fine as some other members of the species. 

When we come to R . Elliottii, also introduced by 
Kingdon Ward, we have one of the finest scarlet rhododendrons 
that has ever been sent back. Flowering as it does in June. 
(and it has now flowered two years running at Exbury in the 
open), it will undoubtedly leave its stamp on many of the 
hybrids of the future. It is apt, however, to grow late and 
to make a second growth still later, which growth is liable to 
be cut by the autumn frosts, and it is therefore only fitted for 
favoured gardens. Should these growths be cut, it is most 
important to cut them off at once before the poison from 
the dead wood may descend into the plant. It is also wise 
to plant it as soon as possible in a permanent situation as, 
like so many Irroratums, when moved it is apt to sulk and 
not start growth until too late to harden it off before the 
autumn. The colour description in " The Species of 
Rhododendron " is deep rose purple, but this form has not 
been introduced as far as I know. 

R. eriogynum and R . f acetum are so close together that 
I cannot distinguish them, but then I may not have both 
plants at Exbury although I have them labelled as distinct 
and have raised them many times from seed. They are 
shrubs or small trees 10-20 feet in height, the young foliage 
of R. eriogynum covered with a whitish floccose indumenrum 
at first, that of R. facetum with a tawny one, which soon 



disappears. They both flower at the end of June, with 
magnificent crimson-scarlet trusses, and they both have 
already made their mark in hybrids of our gardens. They 
both grow late and, like R. Elliottii, should be moved as 
seldom as possible, as after moving they may not grow till 
September, when they may not be able to ripen their wood. 
They are also apt to make a second growth when the autumn 
rains come, and if this growth is cut it should be removed 
immediately. They have flowered often in Sussex gardens 
but they undoubtedly require sheltered positions and are 
finer along the southern and western seaboard. Farrer's 
R. facetum has flowered at Exbury now for the last six or 
seven years without fail, but it only really thrives there in 
the warmest possible situation and is certainly not as good 
as I have seen it in Cornwall. 

When we come to R. Kyawi or prophantum, a shrub 
15-20 feet high, with larger dark green foliage and still larger 
flowers of bright flame crimson, we have one of the finest 
rhododendrons that has ever been sent to this country. Alas, 
it will not grow in the open at Exbury and I have to content 
myself with it in the rhododendron house, where, however, 
every year it delights me with its blooms at the end of July 
or early August. In Cornwall it is magnificent, and it should 
be grown in every garden where it is hardy as it is certainly 
one of the finest rhododendrons in the whole genus. 

R. Parishii, a small tree 18-25 feet in height, with red­
lined deeper flowers, is so far as I know not in cultivation, 
nor have I ever seen R. schistocalyx, with bright rose to 
crimson flowers, a shrub 18-20 feet high, but probably also 
tender. 

R. venator is perhaps the most amenable of all this 
sub-series for use in our gardens. Sent home by Kingdon 
Ward under No. 6285, it is a shrub at present 2-3 feet high 
in our gardens and rather more through, with bright scarlet 
flowers towards the end of May. It is rather a puzzling 
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rhododendron to place in its correct series and it is now 
thought to belong to this section. In any case it is a very 
desirable rhododendron for our gardens and one which will 
be widely grown as it becomes better known. 

SERIES LACTEUM. 

T he Lacteum Series, which we have next to consider, 
except for R. Wightii, is confined to the borders of China, 
Tibet and Burma. It is related to the Taliense and 
Campanulatum groups and also with the Ponticum Series. 
Like the former too the plants do not flower at an early age 
and patience is required to wait for their blooms. Unlike its 
allies it is a series which seems somewhat difficult in 
cultivation; it consists of plants which like good drainage 
but yet live in a country where the summer rains are 
considerable and they are impatient of drought. Most of 
them will probably be well worthy of cultivation for those 
who have the patience to wait, but few have yet flowered in 
our country. Unlike the Ponticum Series, they succumb 
immediately to an attack of honey fungus. 

R. aberrans, a shrub of 6-15 feet, has flowers white more 
or less flushed rose with crimson markings. In general 
characteristics it resembles R. Traillianum but has smaller 
leaves and flowers. R. aiolopeplum, a shrub of 6-8 feet, has 
white flowers faintly flushed with rose. Neither of these 
species is of particular interest. 

R. Beesianum, a shrub or small tree of 10-20 feet, is one 
of the treasures of the family. The corolla is said to be white 
with rose with a few crimson markings, but the plant I saw in 
flower in Cornwall had large flowers of the most beautiful 
shade of shell pink I have ever seen. It is not an easy 
rhododendron in cultivation and seems nearly as fastidious 
as R. lacteum itself, but it is well worth looking after and a 
place in every collection of rhododendrons. It is true that, 



flowering as it does in the middle of April, a sheltered situation 
suits it best, but I believe it is hardy in the average 
rhododendron garden in this country. 

R. colletum, a shrub of 6-15 feet in height, with flowers 
whitish flushed rose or pale rose, is very near to R. Beesianum 
except that it has smaller, narrower leaves tapered at the 
base. It also should be worthy of inclusion in a rhododendron 
collection. 

R. dictyotmn, a shrub 9-12 feet high, with long, whitish 
faintly flushed rose flowers with numerous crimson spots 
should be hardy in our gardens, and with its largish flowers 
should be an attractive plant. 

R. dryophyllum, a shrub 9 feet high, with rather similar 
flowers, white-tipped or flushed rose with a few crimson 
markings. Like R. dictyotum it has not flowered in our 
gardens yet and therefore is more or less a gamble. 

R. dumosulum, a shrub 2-3 feet high with similar flowers, 
white faintly flushed rose with numerous crimson spots, is 
the dwarf of the series and, coming as it does from the open 
moorland at 13,000 feet ele1vation, should be quite hardy. 

R. emaculatum, a shru1b 6-7 feet in height with deep 
magenta rose flowers, may be regarded as a geographical form 
of R. Heesianum. 

R. lacteum, a tree I 5-30 feet high, can be considered the 
finest yellow rhododendron that bas ever been introduced, 
with its magnificent built up truss of clear yellow flowers 
with or without a crimson blotch at the base. It should be 
hardy in most of our gardens but is very fastidious as to 
situation, growing well for some years it will without reason 
suddenly go back and die. As I have already stated in my 
notes on the series, it cannot stand drought and is impatient 
of water-logged ground ; I think also it likes feeding with 
plenty of leafmould. It is very liable to attack by honey 
fungus and should be planted in a permanent situation as 
soon as received and never moved, as if the roots are broken 
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at any time any honey fungus in the neighbourhood will 
immediately enter them. Plants in a garden in Cornwall 
where perhaps they have grown better than anywhere else 
in this country, are dying off in places and this may be due 
to honey fungus or to the fact that some of the plants were 
moved. A situation open to the sky above but with 
considerable shade seems to suit it best, and as it flowers in 
the middle of April it requires shelter in cold gardens. No 
rhododendron garden is complete without this grand species,_ 
which is worth trying again and again till success is achieved. 

R. levistratum, a shrub 6-10 feet high, with white or 
white flushed rose flowers spotted crimson should be hardy 
in our gardens, but its value has not yet been determined, 
and the same may be said of R. nakotiltum, a shrub 6-12 feet 
high, with pale rose flowers blotched and spotted, with 
slightly larger flowers. 

R. Wightii, the last member of the series, coming from 

the Himalayas, differs very considerably in foliage and truss 
of flower from any other member of the series that I have 
seen. It also appears less fastidious and easier to do . It 
should be hardy in most warm gardens and, forming as it 
does a small tree with handsome foliage and pale yellow 

flowers, blotched crimson at the base, with rather a loose 
truss, it is an attractive rhododendron, but it does not bear 
comparison with R . lacteum itself. 

SERIES LAPPONICUM. 

The next series, that of Lapponicum, is one of the most 
difficult and complicated to describe in all the series of 
rhododendrons. They come mainly from the mountains of 
China, but are also present in the Himalayas, and occur both 
in north-eastern Asia and along the Arctic circle in Lapland 

and Greenland and Northern America. They are essentially 
moorland plants, used to all the airs of Heaven blowing freely 
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over them and they do not grow well in shade. Open glades 
in the woodland seem to suit them best, as while they will 
stand a considerable spring frost with their flowers quite 
uninjured, a hard winter frost does not suit them unless they 
are covered with snow, which is what they obtain in their 
native habitat. They also like light soil, the kind of soil 
suitable for heather or ling, which they represent in the 
Chinese Alps. They do not like severe drought and, with 
the exception of R. hippophaeoides, which will almost grow 
in a bog, do not like stagnant water. Their little mauve 
purple or yellow flowers are so free as to cover the plant when 
in bloom and they are an attractive sight in April and May 
when in full flower and a sprinkling of bloom occurs again 
in October. 

R. achroanthum, a shrub 2 feet in height with dull deep 
magenta red flowers, R. alpicola, with purple flowers, and 
R. blepharocalyx, with mauve flowers, are all small shrubs 
from the Chinese Alps, the latter from Eastern Tibet. 

R. cantabile, from Yunnan, 14,000 feet high, has been or 
is about to be merged with R. russatum, from the Kari Pass. 
They are shrubs of 3-4 feet in height, with flowers varying 
between a dark violet and a deep purple blue, almost a deep 
lavender. In the best forms this rhododendron is quite one 
of the most desirable of the series. It makes rather a stiffer 
shrub than the majority of its relatives, having stouter 
branches, fewer of them, and rather large leaves. It is easily 
in the six best of the Lapponicums ; its colour is very pure 
and as an edging to any yellow, pink or white rhododendron 
it makes a very pretty picture. 

R. capitatum is a small shrub of 3 feet with mauve flowers, 
while R . chamaezelum, a matted shrub 6-8 inches in height, 
has yellow flowers. 

R. clzryseum, a small shrub 1½-2 feet high, with bright 
yellow flowers from the Mekong-Salween Divide, at 12,000-

14,000 feet elevation, is indistinguishable from R. muliense 
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from the Mu-Ii Mountains at a similar elevation. Both are 
found in openings in pine forests on stony pasture, their only 
distinction being in the number of stamens, which are five in 
R. chryseum and ten in R. muliense ; but as I believe varieties 
have been found with six, seven or eight stamens, there is 
really no reason for separating them. They also are amongst 
the best of the alpines, being of a pleasing colour and mixing 
well with the mauves and blues of the majority, though 
flowering as they do generally among the latest of the series 
they are not seen at their best together. A little more 
fastidious perhaps than some of the others, they are not really 
difficult though, like so many alpines, to keep them in good 
heali}l they have to be propagated from time to time, as they 
seem to go back when full grown. 

R. complexum, a matted shrub with deep rose purple 
flowers, 1-2 feet in height, comes from Yunnan. 

R. cuneatum may be said to be the giant of the section 
growing as it does 4 feet or more in height with deep rose 
flowers, larger than usual in the series. It might almost 
be said to resemble a small Triflorum in general appearance 
though of course not botanically. Coming as it does from 
the Lichiang Range in Yunnan it is hardy and should be one 
of those rhododendrons which will tolerate an alkaline soil, 
as it is found on limestone cliffs in its native home. 

R. dasypetalum, a small shrub up to 2½ feet high, with 
dark purplish rose flowers, is in some of its forms not very 
attractive, and I once described it as the poorest member of 
the series. I have since, however, flowered varieties which 
were quite pretty and as it is an easy doer, is worth a place 
in a collection, though its colouring is not so attractive as 
that of many others. 

R. diacriturn is a matted shrublet from Yunnan up to 
2 feet high with deep rose purple flowers with a white throat. 

R. drumonium, a small tufted shrub about I foot high with 
mauve flowers, from open stony positions in pine forests, is 
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most sttractive at Tower Court. R. Edgarianum, with rose 
purple flowers and small leaves, a shrub 3 feet in height from 
Tachienlu between 12,000- 15,000 feet elevation, is also 
worth gruwing. 

R. f astigiatum, with light purple flowers, is an erect 
little shrublet from Yunnan. The R. fastigiatum of the 
Trade is a dwarf shrub with glaucous foliage and one of the 
best of the alpines, but not what it pretends to be. 

R. fiavidum, a sma1l shrub intricately branched, growing 
eventually 2-3 feet or more in height, with pale yellow 
flowers, is one of the first of the Lapponicums to open and 
very often in full beauty in March or early April, so that a 
sheltered position is advisable. Its flowers also are more 
easily affected by frost than others of the series, but in spite 
of these drawbacks it is one which pleases me almost as much 
as any and its delicate colouring reminds me always of a ray 
of wintry sunshine in the di.stance. It was formerly known 
as R. primulinum. 

R. hippophaeoides is the most amenable of the series in 
cultivation; it will grow in dry or wet situations but I think 
prefers the latter, where it forms a shrub 2-3 feet in height. 
Unlike its description in " The Species of Rhododendron," 
which gives it as having a tew rather leggy branches in the 
wild, in cultivation it will grow into as fine a plant as it is 
allowed to. The flowers also vary considerably in colour, 
and while the typical variety may be pale Wac, varieties with 
deep lavender blue flowers are known and white ones, also 
clear rose. It is one of the most useful of all the alpines and 
seems to be eminently suitable for our climate. 

R. idoneum, a small cushionlike shrublet up to 18 inches 
in height, with deep purplish blue flowers, comes from 
Yunnan at 13,000 feet elevation. 

R. impeditum, a low shrublet with mauve or light purplish 
blue flowers, coming from open peaty pastures at 15,000-

16,000 feet elevation in the Lichiang Range, is a very 
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anractive rhododendron in its better forms ; though 
possibly owing to its elevation a little more fastidious as to 
treatment, it is well worthy of a choice situation in the rock 
garden. 

R. intricatum, a small intricately branched shrublet with 
mauve flowers, aJso comes from 12,000-15,000 feet elevation 
in Western Szechuen in grassland and moorland and requires 
a similar position. It is very distinct on account of its 
hidden stamens. 

R. lapponicum itself, which has given its name to the 
series-a name given to it by the great Linnaeus himself­
was figured in the Botanical Magazine in 1831. It is in 
cultivation now in but very few gardens. Its purplish flowers 
are among the least attractive of the series and, coming as it 
does from Lapland and Greenland, where it is deep in snow 
the whole winter long, it does not like our climate 

R . litange11se, with dull plum purple flowers, is a small 
shrub of 2-3 feet. R. lysolepis, a small shrub with deep violet or 
pinkish violet flowers and rather larger leaves, is in cultivation. 
R. nigropu11ctatum, with pale purple flowers from Szechuen, 
and R. nitidulum, with violet flowers from Mupin, are of 
lesser interest, while R. nivale, a low prostrate shrublet 
15-18 inches high from Sikkim in Southern Tibet, with 
bright magenta flowers, is a rhododendron which has been 
introduced and lost to cultivation owing to the difficulty of 
keeping it alive in our climate. 

R. orthocladum, a small shrub up to 4 feet in height, with 
mauve or lavender blue flowers from Northern Yunnan on 
limestone cliffs, is a pretty little rhododendron with more 
open flowers than perhaps the usual run of the series and is 
attractive in the rock garden. It also is not too difficult. 

R. paludosum, with bright violet flowers and an 
intricately branched shrublet, is one of Ward's introductions. 
R . parvifolium, with pale rose magenta flowers, and also white 
ones, comes from North Eastern Asia, inhabiting cold alpine 



marshes in Kamschatka and the Island of Sakhalin. It is 
not in cultivation. 

R. polif olium, a small shrub with mauve flowers, 
R. polycladum, a small shrub up to 4 feet with purple flowers, 
and R. ramosissimum, 3 feet in height with dark purple 
flowers, require no particular comment. 

R. ravum, a small shrub of 4 feet with deep rose flowers, 
is pretty and not too difficult; but R. rupicola, a shrub 1-2 

feet or more in height with deep plum crimson flowers, while 
attractive because of its very dark and unusual colouring, is 
not too easy, coming as it does from 13,000 feet elevation on 
limestone cliffs. 

In R. scintillans, from the Lichiang Range 11,000-14,000 

feet high, we have one of the finest Lapponicums that has 
been sent back to this country. It has come on numerous 
occasions and some of the forms have mauve flowers of a 
nondescript hue ; these varieties should be shunned. The 
best variety has flowers of a bright lavender blue, almost a 
true blue in colour, so deep and so clear that their beauty is 
a great joy at the end of April. This variety is well worth 
planting in drifts and masses in the open ground, for it is a 
kindly plant and does well in all gardens where rhododendrons 
flourish and so far bas shown no signs of going back. 
If I could grow only one Lapponicum this would be my 
choice, and if I had a smaJl garden and could grow only 
one rhododendron, I would hesitate before discarding 
R. scinrillans. 

R. setosum, from the Sikkim Himalaya, 11,000-16,000 

feet, has purple pink flowers. 
R. stictophyllum, a small shrub intricately branched, 

with small leaves, has mauve to rose flowers and is quite 
pretty; so is R . tapetif orme, a small shrublet forming a carpet, 
with pink flowers, but coming from the high elevation of I 5,000 

feet it is none too easy. A form in commerce is 1-1 ! feet 
high already and seems to grow better than the type plant. 
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R. telmateium, however, a small shrub up to 3 feet high 
from only ro,000-12,000 feet altitude, with deep rosy purple 
flowers with a white corolla throat, is very pretty in our 
gardens with its small foliage and is apparently amenable in 
our climate. 

R. thym1folium is another pretty little plant with mauve 
flowers, and so is R. verruculosum with purple flowers, a shrub 
of 3 feet, very free flowering. 

R. violaceum, with violet purple flowers, a shrub of 
4 feet in height, and R. Websterianum, with rosy purple 
flowers, a shrub of 3 feet, are also attractive, and so is 
R. yzmgningense, with deep purple flowers, 1-1½ feet in height. 

Other members of this family not in " The Species of 
Rhododendron" are R. Bulu, a small erect shrub of 18 inches 
with pure white flowers from 10,000 feet elevation in Lusha ; 
R. spilanthum, a small shrub with foliage similar to 
R. hippophaeoides and mauve flowers ; also R. microleucum, 

another small white Lapponicum with an affinity to R . 
scintillans, which appeared at Exbury and I believe elsewhere 
amongst seedlings raised from Forrest's introduction. It is 
a pretty little plant giving a welcome change in the colours 
of the Lapponicum section, and I hope it wilJ soon be more 
freely distributed. 

SERIES LEPIDOTUM. 

The Lepidotum Series consists also of alpine shrubs or 
shrublets and they might be described as being mid-way 
between the Glaucum and the Lapponicum Series in their 
general characteristics. 

R . Baileyi, a small shrub up to 3 feet in height, is very 
pretty in June with its small reddish purple flowers. It 
seems an easy doer and, though not very showy, always pleases 
me with its display after most of che alpines are over. 

R. elaeagnoides, a shrub up to 9 feet in height, has solitary 
nodding flowers either yellow or dull reddish purple. 



R. imperator, a dwarf shrublet forming a flat carpet with 
bright purple flowers, is one of the best introductions of 
Kingdon Ward. Seen at its best at Embley Park it was a 
beautiful sight, but I rather fancy it is not very long lived 
though easily propagated by cuttings. 

R. lepidotum, with pale greenish yellow, pink or purple 
flowers, and R. obovatum, with purple flowers, are both 
shrubs 3-4 feet high. The purple form of R. lepidotum is 
very pretty at Tower Court, whilst R. obovatum is very 
;attractive there also. 

R. patulum, a prostrate shrub introduced by Ward, has 
solitary purple flowers. 

R. pumilum, a small shrublet with semi-prostrate branches 
and almost pure pink nodding bells, is a most attractive 
shrub and for some years made a good show at Exbury, but 
the old plants went back when they were about seven years 
old and the new ones, which were propagated from them, are 
not yet big enough to flower. A choice situation in the rock 
_garden is wanted for it. 

R. thyodocum, a shrub up to 5 feet in height, with reddish 
purple flowers, so far as I know is not in cultivation, though 
the last member of the series, R. zmiftorum, a dwarf shrublet 
with solitary purple flowers, is pretty in a minor way. 
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NOTES ON HYBRID RHODODENDRONS. 

Last year in my article on hybrids I discussed those 
which produced results quickly. This year I propose to go 
to the other extreme, and for this purpose I can do no better 
than discuss the hybrids between the big-leaved rhododendrons. 
Immense patience is required for those who experiment in 
this direction, and twenty years may not be enough to see 
results : and then are they worth it? To grow on plants 
year after year seeing only their foliage until they have reached 
their flowering size requires not only patience but a very large 
garden, and it is work for posterity in many cases. The 
discarding of worthless plants, which always has to be done 
·with a ruthless hand by the hybridist, is easy when he sees the 
results on a small plant, but unfortunately more difficult on a 
big one, and yet I think those gardens in which these attempts 
have been made are very attractive to their present owners, 
and I feel sure that Admiral Heneage-Vivian gets an immense 
amount of pleasure from his garden where so many of these 
big-leaved crosses exist. 

Perhaps one of the most attractive of all the large-leaved 
hybrids is Elsae, a cross between R. Grande and R. Hodgsonii ; 
this has larger flowers and trusses than R. Hodgsonii and 
I think a better truss than R. Grande, and certainly has 
the merit of being hardier than the last-named plant, so 
giving gardens in less favoured districts a chance of growing 
a second big-leaved rhododendron with success. All the 
objectionable colour of R. Hodgsonii has disappeared and 
the flowers are of a soft cream. Another fine hybrid is 
R. ,\.fa11.Selli, a cross between R. Falconeri and R. grande, 
with large leaves and creamy yellow flowers. 

Another large-leaved cross which always pleases me is 
Colonel Rogers' Falconeri, which apparently is a hybrid made 
possibly by chance between R. niveum and R. Falconeri, and 
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which has a much larger truss than R. niveum, almost as big 
as R. Falconeri, and opens that dull purple characteristic of 
R. niveum and gradually fades to a pale cream. Of course it 
cannot be placed anywhere near the scarlets, but it is attractive 
when it opens and when it dies, and this can be said of few 
plants. 

In Admiral Heneage-Vivian's garden many crosses exist 
between R. Hodgsonii, R. grande, R. Falconeri and R. niveum, 
all of which are attractive in their way, though when cut they 
may not appeal so much as some of the more graceful and 
less rigid trusses of the smaller section. 

At Bodnant a cross was made between R. Wightii and 
R. sinogrande, and this has produced a vigorous growing, 
large-leaved rhododendron. The flowers, however, are 
disappointing and it is only as a foliage plant that it is worth 
growing. 

Not so a R . Wightii cross I once saw at Littleworth, 
which Mangles must have made many years ago and which 
fired my imagination to try and copy it. But I do not believe 
this plant has ever been propagated, nor do I know if it is still 
alive or what its other parent was. 

Hard as these rhododendrons are to fertilise with anything 
outside their section, it can be done, and it is possible that 
these big-leaved rhododendrons would cross with R. calo­
phytum, in fact, R. Red Argenteum has been crossed with 
R. calophytum and is in flower with a pale rose-coloured truss 
as I write these notes. 

R. Wightii, of course, which is placed in the Lacteum 
Series, might easily cross with any other rhododendron, in fact, 
unless it is hand fertilised its seed never comes true, so 
R. Wightii should really not be classed with the big-leaved 
rhododendrons : and yet it has an affinity, as the success of 
Lord Aberconway's cross proves. 

R. sinogrande has twice been crossed with R. Falconeri 
at Exbury and two batches of seedlings are growing healthily 
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there and the cross has undoubtedly taken : but though the 
cross has been made some seven or eight years, many more 

must elapse before the flowering stage is reached : and last 
year R. giganteum, when it flowered for the first time in New 
Zealand, was used by Mr. Edgar Stead, and in that happy 
clime may produce results quicker than in our country. 

But while one or two crosses of this nature may be 
attempted, I would not recommend anyone to indulge in it 
freely, nor would I advise any attempts at hybridisation 
between the big-leaved and some of the smaller-leaved ones. 
Failure to set seed might well on this occasion be a blessing 

in disguise. R. Falconeri crossed with R. ponticum­
R. Konig Carola-has given one of the ugliest rhododendrons 
I know. 

But if the big-leaved crosses take long in flowering, so do 
the Arboreums and the Campanulatums also, though these 
latter flower somewhat sooner. I have often tried to cross 

R. niveum with R. campanulatum in the hope of getting an 
early and attractive mauve, but it bas always failed to set 
seed. 

R. campanulatum, however, crosses freely with the 
Fortunei Series. Crossed with R. Fortunei it gives a very 
pleasing lavender mauve flower, all the more welcome because 

it comes at a time of the year when that particular colour is 
lacking. Crossed with R. Griffithianum it seems to lose its 
colour and give nothing but whites, and crossed with R. Loderi 
it gives similar results, though this latter cross is most 
attractive, some of its forms being pure white with a heavy 
blotch. It seems as if considerably more use might be made 

of this old rhododendron species than bas at present been 
achieved, as it is comparatively hardy and a good grower. 

R. arboreum itself has, of course, been much used, and 
many of the reds in our gardens owe their colour to this 
grand species. Crossed with R. grande it has given a plant 
which is known as R. Red Argentettm and which is almost as 

02 
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tender as R. argenteum itself and rather a bluish red in colour ; 
the foliage and size of flowers are fine, but it is not an improve­
ment on either side of its two parents, in fact, it is not a plant 
of which I would care to have more than one in my garden. 
Nearly all the crosses which have been made with the typical 
arboreum (blood red) are finer, and for anybody who is young 
enough to wait and who is starting a garden, many crosses can 
be made with this fine species with the assurance that all will 
be worth growing. Crossed with R. barbatum it has given the 
Duke of Cornwall : crossed with R. Thomsonii-Red Admiral. 
Both these are taH, big growing rhododendrons of a fine 
colouring and hardier than blood red arboreum itself. Crossed 
with R. fulgens it gives a fine early flowering small red truss ; 
this cross, which was first made by Magor, opens its flowers 
every year with me in February and when not cut by frost is 
very fine-I have twelve seedlings of this cross and cannot 
distinguish between any of them, so constant is the result. 
It has been frequently crossed with R. Griffithianum with 
varying results of large flowers with strawberry to crimson 
trusses. All these are only suited to the milder parts of the 
country. Crossed with R. Fortunei it has given a hardy, 
rather blue-red vigorous growing plant, and with R. discolor 
an almost similar result, though flowering perhaps a fortnight 
later in the beginning of May instead of April. These two 
will in due course supersede the early hybrid between 
R. arboreum and R. ponticum, known by different names 
according to where it was raised-it is generally called Cornish 
Early Red : but the mixture of blood red arboreum and 
lilacs or purples, which were necessary in the olden days to 
ensure hardiness, never give a true colour, and it is only when 
blood red arboreum is re-crossed with a scarlet that really 
fine results ensue. I think in spite of the brilliancy of its 
colour there is a tinge of blue in the red of R. arboreum itself 
which is brought out in many of these crosses. Curiously 
enough, its early flowering habit is so dominant that no matter 
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how late the plant with which it is crossed usually flowers, 
the hybrid will flower in the early part of the year, even crossed 
with R. auriculatum it flowers in May, and this I think is one 
of the worst crosses ever made at Exbury and one I do not 
recommend anybody to try. 

Crossed with some of the later flowering hardy red 
hybrids it gives magnificent results. With R. Moser's Maroon 
it gave R. Bibiani, a very dark clear crimson hybrid, very 
constant, though some are brighter than others. With 
R. Essex Scarlet it has given R. Belisha Beacon, a plant of good 
habit with fine, brilliant red flowers during the month of May. 
With R. haematodes it has given R . Choremia, a very successful 
cross of Bodnant, and with R. maximum it has given that fine 
old hybrid R. Lady Eleanor Cathcart, which is in nearly every 
rhododendron garden. 

But the white forms of R. arboreum have also produced 
some fine hybrids. With R. campylocarpum they have given 
a very attractive, creamy-yellow flowered plant, forming a 
small tree, known as R. The Earl of Morley: and with 
R. sutchuenense, a very beautiful pale blush or white flowered 
rhododendron known as R. Snow Bunting, emanating from 
Caerhays. The white form has been much used at Exbury, 
but the plants are still too small to have shown any result. 

Of all rhododendrons which have been used for hybrid­
isation this magnificent plant has left its mark more plainly 
in our garden than any other and the only drawback in its use 
is the slow results obtained, though when the seedlings flower 
they are usually ample compensation for the long wait. 
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RHODODENDRON TRIALS AT EXBURY. 

The rhododendron trials at Exbury were continued in 
1935 and the following awards were recommended to the 
Council of the Royal Horticultural Society, who accepted the 
recommendations of the Committee :-

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REPORT OF RHODODENDRON SHOW,. 

30th April and 1st May, 1935. 

By E. J. P. Magor. 

The Show this year was the largest ever held, and whilst 
the quantity of flowers showed an increase, their quality was 
unsurpassed. This was due to a spring without many frosts 
and few severe gales : but it was a curious season, vc~ry late 
in spite of the mild winter, and the result was thalt many 
kinds normally over were shown, and others usually in bloom 
did not appear at all. 

The effect from the top of the steps at the end of the hall 
was very fine, marred a little perhaps by the group of azaleas 
in the centre, which clashed somewhat with the rhododendrons. 
Now in itself this was a meritorious exhibit and a joy to 
inspect, but one hopes that another year it may be put rather 
at the side of the hall where the colour would be less 
inharmonious. 

Class 1, for a group of plants in or out of flower shown 
by a trade exhibitor 300 feet super, was won by Messrs. 
Hillier & Son with a gorgeous display of rhododendrnns and 
azaleas. With this combination they did their be:st, but 

I cannot help feeling that the mixture is a mistake and that 
the general effect would have been better without the azaleas. 
Of each section they had some beautiful plants. Among I.he 
azaleas coccinea var. splendens and Phidias : among the 
rhododendron hybrids Lee's Dark Purple, Mrs. Lindsay 

Smith and Goldsworth Yellow, and of the species caucasicum, 

f astigiatum, muliense and various others. The Knap Hill 
Nursery were second with an altogether delightful stand : 
their plants were not large but very well arranged, and the 
restraint shown made it most attractive. Purple Splendour, 

Loder's White and Armistice Day were among th1eir best 



hybrids, but they did not perhaps show so many rare species 
as they did last year. Prominent among these were 
Jolmstoneanum, campylocarpum, caloxanthum and 
Lflilliamsianum : and there were nice young plants in perfect 
condition of (Falconeri x eximium) x sino-grande, which I 
hear has flowered in Ireland and is a great acquisition. Third 

came Messrs. Gill, with some large bushes of Richard Gill 

and Mrs. R. Gill as well as Macabeanum, Griersonianum, 
Cunningham's Sulphur and several small plants of sino-grande 
with their large leaves at their best. 

In Class 2, for rhododendrons in flower and capable of 
being grown in the open at Kew, Messrs. Slocock were 
winners, Messrs. Wallace second and Messrs. Cuthbert third. 

The Rothschild Challenge Cup for the best exhibit in the 

first three classes was won by Messrs. Slocock, whose 
charming campylocarpum hybrids were greatly in evidence 
and whose arrangement was admirable. Their flowers were 
in exactly the right stage as they were not quite fully open 
and showed the beautiful buds peculiar to campylocarpum 
and its hybrids. R. Letty Edwards-campylocarpum x some 
seven-lobed species-achieved the Association's Challenge 
Cup for the best hybrid raised and exhibited by a nurseryman, 
and was a most lovely thing which we all hope to see in our 
gardens some day. Inter alia, disco/or, Wightii and Makinoi 

were in this group. 
Messrs. Wallace too had an excellent array of plants 

including Sch/ippenbachii, the most beautiful of all azaleas, 
whose colour does not quarrel with that of the rhododendrons : 
Countess of Athlone, Earl of Athlone and Unique, a delightful 
creamed flashed with red. 

Class 3 for cut flowers had but one entry, Messrs. Gill, 
and to them was awarded a third prize. This appears to be 
a difficult class in which to obtain a really pleasing effect, but 
something might be done by using branches as well as 
single flowers and introducing some of the smaller flowered 
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species and hybrids to lighten the lumpy appearance 
otherwise unavoidable. 

The large class for amateurs for a group of cut flowers 
not exceeding 180 square feet was won by Mr. Lionel de 
Rothschild, who thereby secured the Gold Medal and the Cup 
for the most meritorious exhibit in classes 4 and 5. Here the 
arrangement was all that could bt! wished. Great branches 
of the salmon pink Aurora in the centre, flanked by the pale 
yellow ambiguum and these in turn by blue Augustinii. 
Between these and below them small branches of any number 
of beautiful species and hybrids, the smaller flowered kinds 
being skilfully mixed with the large so that no heavy effect 
was produced. Naomi, Loderi var. King George, Dairymaid, 
Mrs. Kingsmill, Lady Chamberlain, Adder and Tyermannii 
were conspicuous among the hybrids, and the species included 
Griffithianum, Nuttallii, lacteum, lanatum, bullatum, euchaites, 
sperabile and haemaleum. Second to him came Admiral 
Heneage-Vivian, who had a mass of Azalea obtusa var. amoena 
in the centre-would that it had been pure white-and on 
each side branches of white and red hybrids, whilst at one 
end were sprays of R. eximium, and at the other of 
R. Griffithianwn. He had a number of beautiful hybrids 
including some unnamed seedlings and a good collection of 
species. The ivory-white W. Leith is indeed a treasure and 
I should be inordinately proud if I had made it. Of species 
there were Lindleyi and f ormosum, jloccigerum, aureum, 
scintillans and many others. 

Mr. J. C. Williams won the Gold Medal in the smaller 
class, staging branches of Augwtinii, Davidsonianum and 
desquamatum at the back, and smaller sprays of many species 
and hybrids below them, whilst among these were some 
delicately coloured Kurume azaleas. Azalea Weyrichii, red 
with a purple blotch on the upper lobe, is very distinct and 
rarely seen, and the hybrids Roylei x Maddenii and spinuliferum 
x lutescens were most effective. A8 usual, species predominated 
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and these as a rule in picked forms. R. cameum, a tender 
pink flower of the Ciliicalyx Subseries, orbiculare, a pink 
decorum, bul/atum, a form of fioccigerum with dull orange 
flowers, Meddianum, a particularly good form of maculif erum 
were noticed, and even a bowl of megeratum, which does not 
usually lend itself to being cut en masse. Colonel Stephenson 
R. Clarke was again a good second. Branches of R. campy­
/ocarpum were at the back of his stand, Mrs. Butler and 
Loden· on each side of it, and at either end Thomsonii. In 
front of these were smaller sprays of various specie~ and 
hybrids, and in the centre eight great flowers of Nuttallii 
with eight bells apiece and all cut from one pot plant-a 
tour de force which will not be easily repeated. R. Victorianum, 
a large creamy white hybrid of Dalhousiae was also included, 
and many other hybrids and species, among the latter being 
niphargum, euchaites, haemaleum, achroanthum, a purple 
lapponicum, myrtilloides and Genesterianum. 

Lord Swaythling was the only exhibitor in Class 6 for a 
group of alpine rhododendrons, and he is much to be 
congratulated on his effort. Certainly it was one of the 
nicest things in the show and he well deserved his first prize 
and Silver Medal. A little table six feet by three, and the 
various species growing among moss and stones. The largest 
plants were two deleiense with tephropep/um between them : 
beneath it megeratum and around KW 6914 sema,zteum, the 
pink pumilum, mulieme, tsangpoense and imperator, absolutely 
smothered with flower. This will surely incite all possessors 
of rock gardens to visit the nurserymen who stock these 
enchanting small plants. 

This ended the groups and next came the class for 12 

distinct species, in which Lord Stair was first with a very 
fine collection of blooms : Taggianum, bullatum, sinogrande, 
/acteum and eximeum were his best, and there was a flower 
labelled scyplzocalyx with long pink bells, which was 
interesting but surely aberrant from that species. Lord

Aberconway was second, campanulatum Knap Hill variety, 
sino grande, aperantum, and a sanguineum, yellow with a 
pink edge, were among his flowers : and Mr. Lionel de 
Rothschild third, with a pink crinigerum with a dark blotch, 
coriaceum and a good example of euchaites. Other noticeable 
flowers in this class were araiophyllum, a pink variety with a 
dark blotch, a good dark crimson chaetomallum, and Beesianum 
of the Lactcum series, which is a rather bad pink with a 
crimson blotch. 

For the 12 hybrids Lord Aberconway was first. Coreta 
(Loderi x Kingianum), a large well shaped ruby red, being 
his best flower, whilst others were F. C. Puddle-vermilion, 
Astarte-apricot, and burmanicum x lutescem-pale yellow. 
This was a really splendid lot of flowers. Mr. Crosfield was 
second, showing Elsae and Koster's No. 322, a delightful 
cream flower, and Mr. Magor third. Among other good 
blooms in this class were Ascot Brilliant x arboreum-a big red, 
fastigiatum x Augustinii, orbiculare x Houlstonii-a good pink, 
Thomsoniix Glory of Leonardslee-a large light red,and Loder's 
White x campylocarpum-pale yellow with small red blotch. 

Class 9 for four hybrids raised by the exhibitor carried 
with it the Crosfield Cup, and this was won by Lord 
Aberconway with arboreum album x Aucklandii, Coreta, 
F. C. Puddle and burmanicum x lutescens. Mr. E. J.P. Magor 
was second with Hermione, Damaris, Daphne and Thomsonii 
x detonsum : and Admiral Heneage-Viv:ian third with 
W. Leith and three Falconeri hybrids. Other outstanding 
flowers were White Pearl x Loderi King George and decorum 
x Glory of Leonardslee. 

Lady Norman was first in the class for three species, 
showrng neriiftorum, russatum and an unnamed species, yellow 
with a red blotch; and Lord Stair was second with Taggianum, 
ari:::elum and lacteum, whilst Colonel Spender-Clay was 
third with a fine level lot comprising Thomsonii, neriiftorum 

and campylocarp11m. 
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In Class l 1 for three hybrids Lord Swaythling was first 
with Mary Swaythling-yeilow, Elspeth and R. Gill : 
Mr. Lionel de Rothschild second with Elsae, Cornish Cross 
and Belisha Beacon: and Mr. P. D. Williams third with 
Smith's Scarlet x nepalense, Susan-a lovely mauve flower 
and orbiculare x Houlstonii. 

The McLaren Cup for the best species was won by 
Lord Stair, who was just ahead of Mr. E. J. P. Magor. Both 
showed sinogrande, but whilst the second was the better 
flower, the first far surpassed it in grandeur of foliage. Lady 
Londonderry was third with the scadet Elliottii, usually a 
late flowering species. 

Lady Londonderry, however, won the Loder Cup for the 
best hybrid with Hermione (Gilian x arboreum)-a fine large 
red; Mr. Ingham Whitaker being second with Loderi King 
George and Admiral Heneage-Vivian third with W. Leith. 

In Class 14 for the arboreum subspecies Lord Stair won 
both prizes, showing splendid specimens of the white and 
pink arboreum ; Mrs. C. Buchanan and Mr. Crosfield being 
highly commended. A dark red flower labelled zeylanicum 
shown in this class was probably Kingianum, as the former 
is an indifferent pinkish red and flowers very early. 

Among the other species of the arboreum subseries 
Delavayi was supreme, Sir John Ramsden's superb bloom 
being first, Captain Talbot Fletcher's second and Captain 
G. H. Johnstone's highly commended. Sir John was also 
first in Class 16 for the Barbatum Series with habrotrichum, 
Captain Johnstone's Morii being second and Mr. Wilding's 
Morii highly commended. In the Boothii Series Captain 
Fletcher's excellent tephropeplum beat Boot/iii sent by Lord 
Swaythling, whilst aureum was also shown. 

Good varieties of campanulatum were put up by 
Mr. C. E. Heath and Lord Stair, and Mr. Wilding and 
Admiral Heneage-Vivian were highly commended in this 
class. 



The best Falconeri was shown by Mrs. Carrick Buchanan, 
no second being awarded ; she was also first in the following 
class with .fictolacteum, Mr. Wilding being second and 
Mrs. Banks highly commended. 

Class 21, for others of the Falconeri Series, was won by 
Captain Johnstone's Hodgsonii, pre-eminent both in leaf and 
flower, and second to it came Colonel Rogers' coriaceum, a 
novelty but quite the poorest of the series. 

The late season proved too much for Griffithianum and 
no prize was awarded. 

Class 23, for others of the Fortunei Series, was won by 
Mr. P . D. Williams' beautiful decorum, Lord Swaythling's 
orbiculare being second and Mr. de Rothschild's highly 
commended. 

First and second in the fulvum class were won by 
Captain Fletcher with the best flower of this species I have 
ever seen ; either he has an outstanding variety or his 
cultivation is more than ordinarily good. 

The late season suited the Grande Series and Mr. A. M. 
Williams and Lord Aberconway were first and second with 
sinogrande. The same applies to the irroratums, where 
Mr. Magor was first with a flower of Forrest's No. 5851, 
slightly tinged with yellow, and Captain Fletcher second 
with the little known laxifiorum, a pure white with long 
pedicels. 

No second was awarded for R . lacteum, but Mr. A. M. 
Williams was first with a fine specimen. 

Mr. de Rothschild was first and second in Class 28 for 
the Megacalyx Subseries, though his Nutta/Lii was not so 
good as those shown by Colonel Clarke in Class 5. His 
second flower was Lindleyi: and Lord Stair's Taggianimi 

was highly commended. 
In the next class Lord Aberconway's burmanicum, a good 

example with six bells, got the better of Mr. de Rothschild's 
carneum.

Oass 30-the Haematodes Subseries-Lord Headfort 
won with a better specimen of the type than is often met with, 
having ten bells of large size and good colour; and Mr. de 
Rothschild was second with chaetomallum, dark orange red, 
but not a very pleasing shade. R. hemidartum, a dark red, 
was a new-comer to this class. 

There was strong competition in the Neriiflorum 
Subseries, Sir John Ramsden winning first prize and 
Mr. de Rothschild second, both with the type, whilst Lord 
Aberconway's euchaites was highly commended. 

Lord Stair's dark red trichomiscum was first among the 
Sanguineums, and Mr. A. M. Williams' orange dicr.roanthum 
second. 

Class 33-Taliense Series-was won by Mr. J. Howlett's 
Prattii with Sir H. Cayzer's Faberi second. An interesting 
flower in this class was recurvum var. oreonastes, a small blush 
spotted bloom and one of the slow growing dwarf Roxieanum 
subseries. 

The Campylocarpum Subseries was well contested and 
Mrs. Banks won with a lovely example of the type, Lord 
Digby being second with an orange caloxanthum and Mr. C. E. 
Heath's flower being highly commended. Lord Digby's 
flower was remarkable in having a different calyx from the 
typical caloxanthum and one wonders if it was rightly named. 
A friend pointed this out and we compared it with several 
others and could find none to match it. 

In Class 35 Martinianum or Selense Subseries, the white 
flowered probum secured first for Mr. J. B. Stevenson, and 
the pink KW 5953 second for Mr. Crosfield. 

Lady Norman's Wardii was first in Class 36 and Sir John 
Ramsden's KW 7196 second. It is to be hoped thattheabove­
numbered flowers will have acquired names before the next show. 

There were a lot of excellent flowers put up as examples 
of the Thomsonii Subseries, of which Lord Stair's was the 
best, with Sir John Ramsden's proximc accessit. 



Next came: the always beautiful deciduous Azaleas, single 
sprays of eighteen inches in Class 38 and three sprays in 
Class 39. In the former Lord Swaythling's Schlippenbachii 
was just ahead of Colonel Rogers' lovely quinquef olium, 
with Albrechl'ii and Vaseyi close behind; in the latter 
Lord Aberconway's reticulatum was first and Captain 
Johnstone's Vaseyi second. These classes, with their delicate 
'.:olour, lightness of port and perfect condition, gave as much 
pleasure as anything in the hall. 

The class for evergreen Azaleas other than Kurume was 
won by Mr. Wilding's obtusum var. Kaempferi, a wonderful 
orange pink variety. Lord Digby was second with Fuji 
Manyo, a semi-double mauve, and a delightful pale mauve 
ledifolium also appeared. 

Some exquisite Kurume Azaleas filled the succeeding 
class and here .Admiral Heneage-Vivian's sprays got the better 
of Mr. de Rothschild's. 

Class 42 was allotted to sprays of the Edgeworthii Series 
and the magniificent examples staged showed the advantage 
of growing the plants under glass, for there was not a spot on 
the flowers nor any disfigurement of the leaves. Lord Stair's 
bullatum just beat Lord Aberconway's, but a single truss of 
the last had nine bells, which is a far greater number than 
usual. 

Two ser;ies-Anthopogon and Cephalanthum-came 
under the nei:t class and here Mr. Stevenson's little pink 
crebrejlorum was first and Mr. Magor's cephalanthum second. 

Captain Fletcher was first and second in the Glaucum 
Series with a fine form of the type and charitopes. A bit of 
Genesterianum was also shown in this class. 

In the Heliolepis Series Lord Digby won with an 
exceptionally good desquamatum and Lord Stair was second. 

As usual the Lapponicum class was hotly contested, 
Lord Wakehu~·st's cantabile being first and the same shown by 
Lord Stair se,~ond. R. muliense was also well shown and 

~) 
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microleucum, an attractive small white, which was new to 
most people. 

There was also a great array of Augustinii, among which 
Mr. de Rothschild had a very large flowered form, which beat 
Mr. Magor's green spotted variety. 

In Class 45 Sir Francis Acland's concinnum excelled 
Lord Swaythling's polylepis, and he had another success in the 
following class, wherein his oreotrephes was better than 
Mr. Crosfield's. 

A pink form of Davidsonianum won the Yunnanense 
Subseries for Mr. Magor, Captain Fletcher being second; 
suberosum, blush with green spots, was noticed here. 

Lady Londonderry won the Triflorum Subseries with 
bauhiniifiorum, which is very close to triflorum itself, but 
hails from Manipur in Assam, not from Sikkim, Mr. de 
Rothschild being second with ambiguum. 

There were some rarely seen plants in the Trichocladum 
Series, Lord Wakehurst being first with mekongense and 
Mr. Wilding second with the type; the small greenish-yellow 
oulotrichum also appeared, and semilunatum, the darkest of all. 

In Class 53 were included the Scabrifolium and Virgatum 
Series, and here Mr. de Rothschild showed a very red form of 
spinuliferum which gained first award, Mrs. Banks being 
second with racemosum. 

Next came a spray or truss of any rhododendron species 
not mentioned in the schedule, which Lady Londonderry 
won with a variety of cinnabarinum, Mr. Magor was second 
with leptothrium and Sir Herbert Cayzer third with minus. 
A new name in this class was Makinoi, which, however, has 
been in cultivation for some time supposedly as a narrow 
leaved form of Degronianum. 

First for a spray of the Lepidotum Series was 
Mr. Crosfield's imperator, with Lord Aberconway's Baileyi 
second. R. imifiorum (?) was also shown and it has three 
flowers! 



After this came the Saluenense Series, wherein Lord Digby 
won with calostrotum and Mr. Magor was second with 
keleticum ; and next the Campylogynum Series in which 
Lord Stair's myrtilloides beat Lord Aberconway's campy­
logynum, if inde:ed it was that species for it seemed to differ 
from the ordinary form. 

The Forre:stii Subseries provided winners in Lord 
Aberconway and Sir John Ramsden, both with repens. 

Then came: a change to large single trusses, Class 59 
being devoted to Loderi or Kewense, King George and 
Ank Diamond winning for Mr. de Rothschild and Captain 
Johnstone. 

Class 60, Griffithianum crossed with a species, was won 
by Mr. de Rothschild with Cornish Cross, Penjerrick from 
Sir Francis Acland being second : and Mr. de Rothschild's 
Yvonne beat Lord Aberconway's Luscombei x Griffithianum 
in the succeeding class. 

Class 62 wa1s for any hybrid of the Neriiflorum Series, and 
here F. C. Puddle (neriiflorum x Griersonianum), Lord 
Aberconway's beautiful flower, was first, and Sir John 
Ramsden's Aries (Thomsonii x neriiflorum) second. Other 
striking flowers were neriifiorum x haematodes and Ambrose. 

Class 63, truss of campylocarpum x Griffithianum, 
reversed the position, for in this Sir John was in front of 
Lord Aberconway. 

The next class was for any other yellow hybrid of the 
Campylocarpum or Souliei Subseries, wherein Lord 
Swaythling's Fortunei x campylocarpzmz was first and third, 
and Mrs. Whittall's Unique second. Other outstanding 
hybrids were Phryne, yellow edged red, and campylocarpum 
x caucasicum, with a distinct red blotch. 

The best Thomsonii hybrid was Lord Swaythling's 
Thomsonii x Fortunei, Sir John Ramsden being second with 
Thomsonii x Glory of Leonardslee, and Mr. de Rothschild 
third with Thomsonii x eriogynum. 

E 2 
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Only a first was awarded in the following class, and that 
went to Lord Aberconway's F. C. Puddle; and for the inter­
specific hybrid Lord Swaythling's Fortunei x campylocarpum 
was first and Sir John Ramsden's Aries second: but to me 
it seemed doubtful whether either of them were eligible for 
this class, which is for " any other hybrid between two 
species " and these two had already appeared in other 
classes. 

After this carne a truss of any hybrid raised by the 
exhibitor and not previously awarded a prize when shown 
singly. Three very fine blooms were shown, Lord 
Aberconway's Loderi x Kingianum, a grand dark red, was 
first, and Mr. P. D. Williams' Smith's Crimson x nepalense 
second, but a lovely seven-lobed white hybrid between Loderi 
and decorum delighted me as much as either. 

Mr. de Rothschild's Dot, a beautiful pink, spotted red, 
won the only prize awarded for Azaleodendron. 

The finest spray of the Cinnabarinum or Triflorum Series 
was Mr. de Rothschild's Lady Chamberlain, with Lord 
Aberconway's Blue Tit second; and Mr. de Rothschild won 
the only prize for a hybrid of Azalea obtusum var. Kaempferi 
with a cross between Hinodegiri and Kaempferi var. Sir William 
Lawrence. 

The best spray of an alpine hybrid was Lord Aberconway's 
Blue Tit, and Mr. Crosfield's Blue Dianwnd (intricatum x 
fastigiatum x Augustinii) with salver-shaped blue flowers, 
ran it very close. 

For Class 73 there was no entry. Messrs. Wallace had 
the best six trusses of hardy hybrids, Messrs. Slocock being 
second and Lord Swaythling third. 

As is their custom, Miss McLaren and her brother had 
the best twelve Rhododendron leaves, most distinct among 
them being the oval eximium x sinogrande, and Mr. de 
Rothschild took second place .

In Class 76 no first prize was awarded, Mr. Howlett 
being given a second; and the last class provided Mr. J. A. 
Holms with a first. 

T he Joint Rhododendron Committee recommended 
awards as follows :-

F .C.C. to Coreta, shown by )Lord Aberconway, and to 
repens, shown by Mr. J. B. Stevenson. 
This won the special prize for the best 
Rhododendron plant exhibited, and was 
a healthy plant with far more flowers than 
are usually seen in the open. 

A.M. to Davidsonianum (pink form) from Lord 
Aberconway,

A very interesting feature of the: Show was a contribution 

from the R.H .S. Gardens at Wisley on the subject of the 
Rhododendron White Fly. There were photographs of the 
fly, a map of its distribution and methods of dealing with it. 

Mr. Reuthe had a stand of Rhododendrons with some 
large plants at the back with many smaller ones in the fore­
ground, and all very tastefully arranged. 

Lastly, Messrs. Wheldon & We:sley staged a collection of 
gardening books and papers, including the new Garden 
Magazine.

The hardiness of the different species is marked with 
letters in the following way :-

(A) Hardy anywhere in the British Isles and may be 
planted in full exposure if desired. 

(B) Hardy anywhere in the British Isles but requires 
some shade to obtain the best results. 

( C) Hardy along the seaboard and in warm gardens 
inland. 

(D) Hardy in south and west but requires shelter even in 
warm gardens inland. 

(E) Requires shelter in most favoured gardens. 

(F) Usually a greenhouse shrub. 

(P) Early flowering. 

Any help in correcting mistakes will be welcomed both in 
these descriptions and in the markings against the species 
worth growing, which vary from 1-4 asterisks according to 
their merit. Many not marked may be well worth growing 
when they are better known.

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LIST OF HYBRID RHODODENDRONS. 

The fo11owing list of hybrid rhododendrons has been 
compiled from the lists of the principal nursery gardeners. An 
attempt has been made to give the relative degrees of hardiness 
by means ofletters, but in view of the fact that a great many of 
the hybrids have not yet been properly tested in this country 
some errors may have crept in and any criticisms from members 
of the Rhododendron Association will be very welcome for 
future guidance. Any new rhododendrons and those of the 
older ones which are still worth growing are marked with a star, 
and those rhododendrons which are known to have particular 
merit have two and even three or four stars against them ; some 
which at present have only one star may well prove to be worth 
a higher grading. An attempt has been made this year to 
indicate those rhododendrons which still appear in various 
lists and which are hardly worth growing in view of the great 
advance that has been made of recent years in improving the 
hardy garden hybrid. A trial of the new rhododendrons bas 
been arranged in order to judge of their particular merits and as 
a result some alterations have been made in the 1936 Year Book. 

As a general principle it will be found that the flowers of 
the following Rhododendrons are seen to much greater 
advantage when produced in partially shaded situations. 
Protection from strong wind is also desirable. 

(A ) Hardy anywhere in the British Isles and may be 
planted in full exposure if desired. 

(B) Hardy anywhere in the British Isles, but requires 
some shade to obtain the best results. 

( C) Hardy along the seaboard and in warm gardens inland. 
(D ) Hardy in south and west but requires shelter even in 

warm gardens inland. 
(£) Requires shelter in most favoured gardens. 
(F) Usually a greenhouse shrub. 
(P) Early flowering. 
(Y) Not up to present-day standard in the British Isles. 
(Z) Not worthy of cultivation.

LIST OF HYBRID AZALEAS. 

An attempt is here made to supply two lists of hardy 
Azaleas, one comprising all the deciduous forms and the 
second consisting of evergreens, such as Malvatica crosses­
it also includes some of the Kurumes. 

No attempt at correct botanical nomenclature has been 
made, and for general convenience it has been decided in 
these lists to put against each Azalea the general trade 
nomenclature of the group. 

What used to be called mollis-sinensis hybrids should really 
be molle-japonicum, but for the purposes of this list the 
description "molle x "will appear in brackets after the name. 

" occidentale x " will appear in brackets after the names 
of what are usually known as the occidentalis hybrids, which 
are really forms of Rhododendron albicans. 

The word " Ghent " will appear in brackets after what 
are generally known as the Ghent Azaleas and "r.f.p." in 
brackets after the names of the hose-in-hose flowers commonly 
known as rustica flore pleno. 

There are, in addition, a considerable number of new 
varieties which are crosses between Ghent and molle x and 
various calendulaceum and other species, crosses which remain 
unclassified. 

In the evergreen list there are four sections-garden 
forms of the Kurume Azaleas, which will have a " K" in 
brackets after them, Malvatica x Kaempferi, which will have 
" M x K " after them and Hinodegiri x Kaempferi, which 
will have « H x K" after them. Other evergreen Azalea 
hybrids will remain unclassified. 

No attempt is made to classify the hardiness of these 
plants, all the deciduous ones being Grade A, while in the 
evergreen list Kaempferi crosses may be taken to be Grade A 
also, the true Kurumes being probably Grade C. 

An asterisk is put against those varieties which are 
considered to be most worthy of cultivation.
